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* Continuing development of the Santa Clara/Alum Rock Transit
corridor, including VTA Board approval of the Bus Rapid Transit

(BRT) alternative as the preferred near term development strategy,
pending environmental analysis. Significant progress has also
been made on Conceptual Engineering plans for BRT facilities

in this corridor.

CONCLUSION:

The CWC reviewed expenditures for the period, evaluated the results of

the independent audit it commissioned of the 2000 Measure A financial
statements and records (available at VTA’s website: www.vta.org), and

conducted a public hearing on May 7, 2008 to receive input from the

community.

After thorough and careful consideration of all information and input

received:

It is the conclusion of the Citizens Watchdog Committee that,

for the period of FY 2007, 2000 Measure A tax dollars were

spent in accordance with the intent of the measure.
