APPENDIX D2:
BEP FUNDING PROGRAMS

TDA Article 3 (30% BEP set-aside)

Program Description: TDA Article 3 funds are generated via a 1/4-cent per gallon
sales tax on gasoline and diesel fuel. A portion of these funds are returned by the
State of California to the county in which they were collected for use on bicycle
and pedestrian projects. The Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC)
programs these funds in the nine Bay Area counties. Each year, MTC requests
that the Congestion Management Agency (CMA) in each of the nine Bay Area
counties coordinate and submit annual TDA Article 3 program funding priorities
for their respective counties. VTA is the CMA for Santa Clara County, and has
coordinated and submitted countywide project priorities for this fund source
since 1995.

Programming process: 30% of the TDA Article 3 funds are set aside for the BEP.
This set-aside is effective for 10 years, beginning with the FY 2001/02 cycle and
ending with the FY 2010/11 cycle. The 30% set-aside for the BEP was previously
a discretionary competitive program for bicycle and pedestrian projects.

The remaining 70% of the TDA Article 3 program is a guarantee fund for the
cities and the County, distributed based on resident population. This funding is
used for pedestrian and bicycle projects that are local in nature and primarily
meet the needs of the community’s residents.

TFCA 40% (50% BEP set-aside)

Program Description: The Transportation Fund for Clean Air (TFCA) is generated
by a $4 surcharge on vehicle registrations. The Bay Area Air Quality
Management District (BAAQMD) administers these funds in the nine-county Bay
Area. Funds are available for allocation to projects that reduce transportation-
related vehicle emissions. Projects must meet a cost-effectiveness limit of
$90,000 TFCA per ton of emissions reduced.

Programming Process: BAAQMD distributes 60% of these funds directly, on a
regional competitive basis. This program is called the “TFCA Regional Fund” or
the “TFCA 60% Fund”. The remaining 40% is returned to the county in which it
is collected for allocation by a “Program Manager.” This fund is called the “TFCA
Program Manager Fund” or the “TFCA 40% Fund”. VTA is the Program Manager
for Santa Clara County. The VTA Board of Directors allocates these funds on a
competitive basis to projects in Santa Clara County, subject to approval by
BAAQMD.



To fund the BEP, a set-aside has been established of up to 50% of each annual
TFCA 40% allocation (including interest accrual). Since TFCA 40% funds cannot
be “banked” from year to year, if less than the set-aside amount is programmed to

qgualifying BEP bicycle projects in a given year, the remainder would be
programmed to other project types in the normal discretionary competitive
process. The difference would not carry over to the following years.

Regional Bicycle/Pedestrian Program (RBPP)

Program Description: The Regional Bicycle and Pedestrian Program was created by
MTC to fund the construction of the Regional Bicycle Network and regionally
significant pedestrian projects. MTC committed a total of $32 million for FY
2005/06 through FY 2008/09, and $200 million in Phase One of Transportation
2030 to support the regional program over a 25-year period. The funding for the
first four years is coming through the Federal Congestion Management and Air
Quality Mitigation (CMAQ) program.

Current Process: The program funds in the first four years are divided into two
portions: 25% of the total funds is designated as the Regional Portion, a
competitive program in which projects will be selected based on evaluation
criteria in these guidelines; the remaining 75% of the funds is designated as the
County Portion which is distributed to county congestion management agencies
(CMAs) based on their county population shares. VTA, the CMA for Santa Clara
County, with review of bicycle and pedestrian interests, selected projects for the
75% county portion based on established criteria and identified projects that were
submitted to MTC for consideration for the 25% regional portion. Consistent with
MTC Resolution No. 3615, each county will receive 100% of its population share
of funding over a 12-year period. VTA'’s share for the four-year 75% program level
is $5,952,752. Santa Clara County’s 100% 12-year population share is
$23,811,007.

1996 Measure B Bicycle Program Funds

Program Description: The 1996 Measure A program set aside $12 million in
Measure B funds for bicycle projects of countywide significance.

Process: While the VTA Board of Directors has approval authority for the BEP
that includes Measure B Bicycle Program funds as one of the funding sources,
programming of Measure B funds must be approved by the Santa Clara County
Board of Supervisors, which has final approval over all Measure B funds. Over
$11.5 million has been programmed to projects in the BEP.
