ACTION ITEM

RECOMMENDATION:

Recommend that the Board of Directors adopt a resolution approving the project priorities for the 
FY2011/12 Countywide Transportation Development Act Article 3 Program.

BACKGROUND:

Transportation Development Act (TDA) funds are derived from a ¼-cent of the State's general 
sales tax. Article 3 of the TDA makes a portion of these funds available for use on bicycle and 
pedestrian projects.

The Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) programs TDA Article 3 funds in the nine
Bay Area counties. Each year, MTC requests that the Congestion Management Agency (CMA) 
in each Bay Area county coordinate and submit annual TDA Article 3 program funding priorities 
for their respective counties. VTA serves as the CMA for Santa Clara County.

On December 9, 2004, the VTA Board of Directors dedicated 25% of Santa Clara County’s TDA 
Article 3 funds to projects on the countywide Bicycle Expenditure Program (BEP) list through 
2030. The remaining 75% of the annual allocation is guaranteed to Member Agencies based on 
the most recent California Department of Finance population estimates. These funds may be used 
for any eligible project.

At its November 5, 2009 meeting, the VTA Board of Directors adopted a funding program for 
County Expressway Pedestrian Projects and dedicated up to $150,000 per year from the TDA3 
BEP set-aside to fund such projects.
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If a Member Agency is unable to complete a project within the two-year period, the Agency may 
rescind the project. When a project is rescinded, the funds are reallocated to the agency as part of 
its guarantee in the following cycle instead of reverting back to the countywide pool. In case a 
project is not rescinded, the funds revert back to the countywide pool

VTA policy also allows an agency to bank their TDA funds for up to three cycles in order to 
fund a larger project. Banked funds are added to an agency’s Guarantee amount in the following 
year. A member agency must inform VTA in writing of its intent to either claim or bank its 
TDA3 guarantee funds; failure to do so means that the funds revert to the countywide pool in the 
next cycle.

DISCUSSION:

The total TDA Article 3 funding available for programming this year is $1,308,742. Attachment 
A lists VTA staff’s recommendations for the entire Santa Clara County TDA Article 3 program 
as discussed below. The project list was developed in accordance with MTC’s Local Process 
Resolution, MTC’s project requirements and the VTA board-adopted policies discussed above. 
The following paragraphs explain the staff recommendation for programming these funds: 

Guarantee Fund
This year, a total of $1,008,742 is available to the cities and the County for the Guarantee Fund 
as discussed above. This total includes funds that were banked or rescinded in prior years. 
Member agencies claimed $798,439 of the Guarantee Fund this year. During this TDA cycle 
Gilroy, Los Gatos, Los Altos Hills, Morgan Hill, Mountain View, Santa Clara and Santa Clara 
County are banking $203,635 of their guaranteed funds and this total is not being added to the 
amount claimed.

BEP Fund
For this cycle, there is $150,000 available for BEP projects. One application for these funds was 
submitted. Staff recommends that $150,000 in available BEP set-aside funds go to Santa Clara 
County’s Oregon-Page Mill Expressway Bicycle Signal Detection project.

County Expressway Pedestrian Projects
A total of $150,000 is available for County Expressway Pedestrian Program projects this year. 
Santa Clara County Roads and Airports Division staff worked directly with the cities to develop 
projects for this program. County Staff has requested that the entire amount be allocated to the 
City of Mountain View for the Central Expressway Sidewalk project. VTA staff concurs with 
this request and recommends that it be adopted by the VTA Board.

Attachment B contains a brief description of each project.

ALTERNATIVES:

The VTA Board may recommend an alternative list of project priorities, however all projects 
submitted for consideration in the TDA Article 3 program must adhere to MTC's TDA Article 3 
Rules and Procedures.
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FISCAL IMPACT:

Approximately $1.1 million in TDA Article 3 funds will be made available to projects in Santa 
Clara County. The projects and programming described in this memorandum are not included in 
the VTA Capital Budget as the funds are only a pass through grant from VTA to the project 
sponsors. The appropriation for costs of VTA staff support of this program is included in the 
FY2011/12 Adopted Congestion Management Program Fund Operating Budget.

 WHEREAS, MTC Resolution No. 875, Revised requires that requests from eligible 
claimants for the allocation of TDA Article 3 funds be submitted as part of a single, countywide 
coordinated claim, composed of certain required documents; and

RECOMMENDATION:

Recommend that the Board of Directors approve the Draft 2010 Monitoring and Conformance 
Report.

BACKGROUND:

State legislation requires counties to create a Congestion Management Program (CMP) to 
manage traffic congestion and monitor the effects of land use on transportation.  VTA, as the 
Congestion Management Agency (CMA) for Santa Clara County, is responsible for ensuring the 
elements of the CMP program are monitored on an annual basis. This is to determine if Member 
Agencies are conforming to the adopted level of service (LOS) standard set by the CMA for 
Santa Clara County. The level of service standard is LOS E. 

The Monitoring and Conformance Report is the product of this effort, documenting the changes 
in land use and operations for the CMP roadway network including freeways, state highways and 
CMP intersections. Member Agencies who are non-conforming risk losing their gas tax 
subventions per the 1991 Proposition 111 legislation.

DISCUSSION:

The 2010 Monitoring and Conformance Report covers the CMP data collected from July 1, 2009 
through June 30, 2010. The CMP Monitoring Program requires Member Agencies to submit the 
following information to demonstrate conformance:
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• Monitor and submit level-of-service reports on CMP Roadway Network intersections;
• Prepare and submit land-use monitoring data to the CMP on all land-use projects 

approved in the last fiscal year; and
• Prepare Transportation Impact Analyses (TIAs) for projects that generate 100 or more 

peak hour trips and submit the TIA at least 15 calendar days before the project is 
scheduled for approval or is “recommended for approval”.

CMP roadways and intersections are monitored in terms of level of service (LOS), a measure of 
traffic conditions and vehicle delay. The scale ranges from A to F where LOS A represents free 
flow traffic and LOS F represents significant delay. To comply with CMP standards, each 
Member Agency must maintain the CMP standard of LOS E on CMP facilities. Freeway 
segments and CMP intersections that degrade to LOS F are considered non-conforming. 

However, freeway segments and CMP intersections that operated at LOS F when monitoring 
began in 1991 are considered exempt from meeting the CMP standard.  Member Agencies with 
non-conforming facilities within their jurisdiction are encouraged to develop a local deficiency 
plan or implement the strategies listed in the "List of Programs, Actions, and Improvements
for Inclusion in Deficiency Plans" found in VTA's Deficiency Plan Requirements”.

An overview of the results of the 2010 monitoring program is presented below.

CMP Intersections  
A total of 2 out of 252 CMP intersections were found to be operating at LOS F in 2010:

• Page Mill/Oregon Expressway at Foothill Expressway
• Montague Expressway at Trade Zone Boulevard

Both of these intersections operated at LOS F in 1991 when monitoring began and are therefore 
exempt from conformance.  In 1991, 40 intersections operated at LOS F.

Freeways
In 2010, there were 72 AM and 78 PM freeway segments that operated at LOS F during the peak 
hour.  However, of these freeway segments, only 45 AM and 44 PM segments are considered 
deficient due to 1991 baseline exemption - freeway segments that operated at LOS F since 
monitoring began in 1991 are considered exempt.  Compared to 2009, there were 35 freeway 
segments considered deficient for the AM peak period and 32 freeway segments for the PM peak 
period. In 1991, 36 AM and 37 PM freeway segments operated at LOS F.

The percentage of directional miles of each freeway that operate at LOS F in either the AM or 
PM peak period - or both periods - is shown in Table 1.  I-880 has the highest percentage of 
facility at LOS F at 89%.  This is an increase from 2009 when 51% of the facility operated at 
LOS F.

Rural Highways
All count locations were in conformance with CMP LOS standard.  Two locations showed 
improved level of service: SR 25 south of Bloomfield Avenue improved from LOS F to LOS E 
operations while SR 152 east of SR 156 improved from LOS C to LOS B operations in 2010.

Land Use Submittals
All Member Agencies have met the land use data submittal requirement. For this monitoring 
period, a net total of 1,870 residential units were approved, a 175 percent decrease from the 
5,154 residential units approved in 2009. In 2010, commercial/industrial land use approvals 
resulted in an increase in capacity for employment uses equivalent to a net total of 9,902 new 
jobs.

Transportation Impact Analysis (TIA reports)
All Member Agencies have met the TIA requirement. 

ALTERNATIVES:

There are no alternatives to this action. As the designated CMA, VTA must adopt conformance 
findings.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The costs to prepare the report were incldued in the FY 2010/11 VTA CMP Budget funded 
through member agency contributions and federal grants.  There is no addtional direct fiscal 
impact on VTA as a result of approval of the Draft 2010 Monitoring and Conformance Findings.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Congestion Monitoring 
State Statute 65089 requires Congestion Management Agencies (CMAs) to conduct analysis of all 

Congestion Management Program (CMP) roadways every two years to ensure Member Agencies – cities, 

towns and the county – are developing in a manner consistent with the CMP level of standard of LOS E.  

As the responsible CMA for Santa Clara County, Valley Transportation Authority (VTA) undertakes this 

analysis on an annual basis.  Each year, VTA produces the Monitoring and Conformance Report which 

documents the CMP conformance findings. 

Since VTA conducts analysis of the CMP network on an annual basis, the scope of data collection is 

reduced every other year (or during odd-numbered years) to minimize costs.  The reduced scope does 

not include CMP intersection level of service data or expressway data.  The 2010 Monitoring and 

Conformance Report falls on an even-numbered year thus requiring a full scope, or complete data 

collection of all CMP elements. This report summarizes the results of the data collected and presents the 

2010 conformance findings. 

Land Use 
Member Agencies are required to submit land use approval data to VTA for the prior fiscal year covering 

the July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010 monitoring period.  The data submitted reflects changes in dwelling 

units for residential approvals as well as job change estimates for commercial/industrial approvals.  Job 

change estimates are determined by applying job density values to square footage and land use type of 

commercial/industrial approvals in order to estimate how many jobs are likely created or lost as a result 

of the land use approval.   

In 2010, 1,870 residential dwelling units were approved.  In the same period, development approval for 

employment uses would accommodate an estimated number of 9,902 new jobs as a result of 

commercial and industrial land use approvals. 

CMP Intersections 
This year, Member Agencies submitted CMP intersection level of service data to VTA for analysis.  Two 

of the 252 CMP intersections operated at LOS F this year, but are exempt from level of conformance 

requirements due to 1991 baseline exemption.  This is an improvement from 2008 when three 

intersections operated at LOS F.  The 2010 level of service results marks the least number of 

intersections operating at LOS F since monitoring began in 1991.  Table E.1 shows the percentage of 

intersections operating at LOS F from 1991 to 2010.  
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Freeways 
Aerial photography is used to collect traffic data to document congestion on all 313 directional 

miles/860 lane miles of Santa Clara County’s freeway system.  The photographs were analyzed to 

determine the peak period of vehicle density which is used to determine level of service.  For conducting 

analysis, mixed-flow travel is treated separately from HOV travel. 

In 2010, there were 72 AM freeway segments (71 directional miles/199 lane miles) and 78 PM freeway 

segments (72 directional miles/206 lane miles) that operated at LOS F.  This is an increase from 2009 

when 51 AM freeway segments (51 directional miles/138 lane miles) and 60 PM freeway segments (57 

directional miles/158 lane miles) operated at LOS F.  A history of segments operating at LOS F is shown 

in Table E1. 

Segments that operated at LOS F when monitoring began in 1991 are exempt from CMP level of service 

standards.  Of the freeway segments operating at LOS F, only 45 AM and 44 PM freeway segments are 

considered deficient due to the 1991 baseline exemption.  Member Agencies with non-conforming 

facilities within their jurisdiction are encouraged to implement strategies listed in the immediate 

implementation Action List found in VTA’s Requirements for Local Deficiency Plans.

Rural Highways 
VTA recorded 24-hour counts at 12 rural highway locations in Santa Clara County.  All count locations 

recorded levels of service of LOS E or better.  Two count locations showed improved level of service:  SR 

25 south of Bloomfield Avenue improved from LOS F to LOS E operations while SR 152 east of SR 156 

improved from LOS C LOS B operations in 2010. 

Expressways  
Each year, the Santa Clara County Roads and Airport Department conducts a travel time survey of the 

expressways.  Travel time data are collected using floating cars equipped with GPS technology to track

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travel speeds.  Generally, two to five travel runs are made for each direction during the AM and PM 

commute periods and the average speeds, stops and travel times are determined.  

The 2010 data is a mix bag of some expressways experiencing increases in travel speed and some 

expressways experiencing decreases.  Chapter 6 provides more detailed information on each 

expressway 

Origin-Destination Surveys 
Floating vehicle travel time runs were conducted for seven origin-destination pairs.  Multiple routes 

were timed for each OD pair and single-occupancy vehicle (SOV) travel times were compared to high-

occupancy vehicle (HOV) travel times.  Transit travel times are also factored in as part of the 

comparative analysis of vehicle travel times. The survey found a slight decrease in both the SOV average 

travel times during the AM peak period and HOV average travel times during the PM peak period.  The 

SOV PM average travel times were consistent to times recorded in 2009 and a slight increase was found 

in the AM SOV travel times.   

Bicycle and Pedestrian Data 
VTA collects bicycle and pedestrian counts at ten locations throughout the county on one day each year.  

The 2010 counts shows an increase in pedestrian volume and a decline in bicycle numbers compared to 

previous years. 

Conformance Findings 
The 2010 Monitoring and Conformance Report finds all Member Agencies in compliance with the CMP 

monitoring requirements.   
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1 | INTRODUCTION 

Congestion Monitoring 
Congestion Management Agencies (CMAs) are the responsible entities tasked with managing traffic 

congestion and the effects of land use on transportation for each county.  The California State 

Government Code 65089 requires that Valley Transportation Authority (VTA), as the designated CMA for 

Santa Clara County, monitor all elements of the Congestion Management Program (CMP) biennially to 

determine whether Member Agencies are conforming to the traffic level of service standards set by the 

CMA.  Under Code 65089, congestion must be monitored on a biennial basis; however, VTA exceeds this 

requirement by collecting data each year and producing an annual Monitoring and Conformance Report.   

The high cost of data collection each year has resulted in reduced monitoring scope in the “off-years” or 

odd-numbered years while still meeting the requirements of the CMP statute.  The CMP intersection 

data is collected every other year and beginning last year, expressway data also became an element that 

is monitored biennially as part of the full scope.  Both data sets are featured in the 2010 Monitoring and 

Conformance report as this cycle covers the full scope and contain all CMP elements for monitoring.   

Level of Service 
The CMP roadway network, which is comprised of highways, rural highways, expressways, and principal 

arterials, is monitored each year for traffic congestion.  Congestion is measured in terms of level of 

service (LOS) grading, a sliding scale from LOS A to LOS F where LOS A represents best traffic flow to LOS 

F which represents significant traffic delay.  Table 1.1 provides a general description of LOS standards.

Conformance 
To demonstrate conformance with CMP standards, Member Agencies must show that all CMP roadways 

(not including freeways) within their jurisdictions are operating at or above the CMP traffic LOS standard 

of LOS E.  Member Agencies that do not maintain the CMP LOS standard risk having their Proposition 

111 (1991) gas tax subvention withheld.  If the LOS standard cannot be met, a deficiency plan must be 

approved by VTA.  Freeway segments and CMP intersections that operated at LOS F when monitoring 

began in 1991 are exempt from meeting the LOS E standard.  Freeway LOS thresholds are taken from 

the Highway Capacity Manual with the exception of D/E and E/F thresholds which are selected by VTA 

for Santa Clara County conditions.  
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2 | LAND USE 

Introduction 
California State CMA legislation requires Congestion Management Agencies to monitor land use changes 

within its jurisdiction.  Each year, VTA monitors land use changes within Santa Clara County by 

requesting land use data from Member Agencies in terms of residential and commercial/industrial 

projects that have been approved. 

Methodology 
VTA collect land use data from Member Agencies each year to track decisions jurisdictions are making 

about land use.   Member Agencies submit land use data for the prior fiscal year in the form of changes 

in dwelling units for residential approvals and changes in square footage for commercial and industrial 

approvals.  The approvals need not be constructed during the fiscal year or at all.   

For commercial and industrial approvals, changes in square footage are used to estimate the number of 

jobs created or lost.  Jobs are estimated by applying a job density value (measured in jobs per 1,000 sq. 

ft.) to the size of the site.  Job density values vary depending on the specific land use type.   The 

appropriate job density is multiplied by the square footage of each site to determine the number of 

estimated jobs.  Table 2.1 shows the job density values per type of land use.

The focus of VTA’s land use analysis is development approvals that provide the capacity to 

accommodate population and employment growth.  The data is not a reflection in actual changes in 

residents or job creation.  Rather, it is a measure of the allocation of land for different purposes.  In 

addition to the analyses included in this report, the data can also be used to understand the current and 

projected demand in housing and employment.  To better understand the employment data it is helpful 

to know there are several limitations that affect the data quality but are beyond the control of VTA and 

the Member Agencies: 

 It is assumed commercial and industrial sites were fully occupied for employment uses

 It is assumed that all jobs can be accommodated on the existing site are lost when a commercial 

or industrial site is converted to a different type of land use. Under this methodology, 

commercial /industrial sites that are either underutilized or unoccupied assume a full reduction 

in employment even if few or if any jobs are actually lost.  To compensate for this, VTA now 

requests Member Agencies to indicate in their land use data submittal whether jobs were lost 

during conversions to residential use.  Since not all Member Agencies provided this data, our 

methodology assumes full employment for commercial/industrial conversions, which may 

negatively impact the job change estimate for 2009. 

 

 It is assumed the data accounts for land use approvals as General Plan updates or amendments.  

However, not every land use designation change will result in development within the same 

year.  In some cases, there may be a few years of lapse time between the approvals and the 

development/occupation of the units.  This methodology cannot account for this gap time and 

there is no practical method for capturing this data. 

Despite these limitations, the analysis still provides valuable information to illustrate the trend of land 

use development and where housing and employment growth is likely to occur, and where Member 

Agencies are targeting growth. 

Land Use Analysis 
As shown in Table 2.2, Member Agencies approved 1,870 residential units in 2010, a 64 percent 

decrease from the previous year when 5,154 units were approved.  This year marks the second year 

residential approvals have gone down and the lowest number of residential approvals recorded in the 

Monitoring Study.    

As shown in Table 2.3, a total of 9,902 jobs were estimated as a result of commercial and industrial land 

use approvals.  Compared to 2009, job change estimates have decreased by 20 percent despite the 

approval of several large development projects.  The majority of these large-scale development projects 

are located in the Cities of San Jose and Santa Clara: Target Stores (148,000 sq. ft), Brocade 

Communications campus (111,000 sq. ft.) and Equinix data center facility (165,000 sq. ft) in San Jose and 

the Yahoo campus (2.3 million sq. ft) and Lowe Enterprises office buildings (101,520 sq. ft) in Santa 

Clara.

Proximity to Cores, Corridors and Station Areas 
In 2003, VTA in partnership with Member Agencies developed the Community Design & Transportation 

(CDT) program to provide best practices for land use and transportation.  The CDT program established a 

framework of Cores, Corridors and Station Areas as priority areas identified by VTA and Member 
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Agencies for targeting future growth and transportation investments.  These areas are most likely to 

benefit from concentrated development due to its location near major transit corridors. 

Spatial analysis was conducted on the land use data submitted by Member Agencies to determine the 

proximity of approved developments to the Cores, Corridors and Station Areas.  Proximity is defined as a 

1/3 mile within major transit stations and ¼ mile buffer from the cores, and future Bus Rapid Transit 

(BRT) corridors.  The purpose of the spatial analysis is to illustrate where housing and employment 

growth is likely to occur and trend over time.   

Of the 1,870 total residential units approved, 792 of those approved units, or 42 percent were located 

within the Cores, Corridors and Station Areas.  This is a decrease from 2009 when 68 percent of the 

potential growth in housing was planned near the targeted areas for development. 

As shown in Table 2.4, it is estimated that of the 9,902 estimated jobs, 7,282 jobs or 73 percent were 

located in the proximity of the Cores, Corridors and Station Areas.  This is a significant increase from 

2009 when 1 percent of commercial/industrial approvals were located within the Cores, Corridors and 

Station Areas.  This huge increase is due to the proposed development of the Yahoo headquarters site 

located near the Old Ironsides light rail station, which is estimated to add 5,962 jobs within proximity of 

the targeted Cores, Corridors and Station Areas.

Introduction 
As part of the CMP arterial network, VTA monitors 252 major intersections in Santa Clara County for 

traffic Level of Service (LOS).  CMP intersection LOS data is collected every two years by Member 

Agencies and submitted to VTA for review and quality assurance.   The 2008 monitoring cycle marks the 

last time CMP intersection LOS data was collected. 

CMP intersections which operated at LOS F since level of service monitoring began in 1991 are exempt 

from meeting the level of service standard of LOS E.  All other intersections that degraded to LOS F since 

1991 are considered non-conforming.  Non-conforming intersections place the responsible jurisdictions 

at risk for losing their gas-tax subventions under Proposition 111 (1991). 

Methodology 
During the fall of 2010, Member Agencies conducted manual evening traffic counts at each CMP 

intersection.  The methodology used to determine the level of service for each intersection is consistent 

with the thresholds outlined in VTA’s Traffic Level of Service Analysis Guidelines, which are based on 

average control delay per the 2000 Highway Capacity Manual.  These thresholds are presented in Table 

3.1. 

CMP Intersection Analysis 
In 2010, there were no deficient CMP intersections that operated below the CMP level of service 

standard.  Two intersections, Page Mill Road/Oregon Expressway at Foothill Expressway and Montague 

Expressway at Trade Zone Boulevard/McCandless Drive operated at LOS F, but are exempt from meeting 

level of conformance requirements due to operating at LOS F under 1991 baseline conditions.  Thus, all 

CMP intersections were found in conformance with the CMP standard. 

CMP intersection monitoring began in 1991 and found 40 intersections operating at LOS F, comprising 

17 percent of the total intersections monitored and establishing the basis for LOS exemption of these 

intersections.  In 2010, only 1 percent of CMP intersections (LOS-exempt) operated at LOS F.   

2010 marks an improvement from 2008 when three intersections operated at LOS F.  Two out of the 

three intersections improved from LOS F conditions to LOS E in 2010: San Tomas Expressway at Stevens 

Creek Boulevard and Montague Expressway at North First Street.  Page Mill Road/Oregon Expressway at 

Foothill Expressway continued to operate at LOS F this year.  Table 3.2 shows the percentage breakdown 

by level of service for all CMP intersections since 1991.

BACKGROUND:

VTA has two programs through which it reviews and comments on development and 
transportation projects occurring in and adjacent to Santa Clara County: 1) the Development 
Review Program which reviews environmental documents and development proposals submitted 
by Member Agencies; and 2) the review of Transportation Impact Analysis (TIA) reports for 
proposed projects meeting the Congestion Management Program (CMP) TIA Guideline 
requirements. 

The Proactive CMP (“Proactive”) process integrates these two VTA review processes to provide 
comments on projects prior to approval by Member Agencies.  The objectives of the Proactive 
CMP process include improving land use/transportation coordination, promoting alternative 
travel modes, and encouraging a balanced approach to addressing congestion.  As part of the 
Proactive process, VTA produces quarterly reports on project proposals highlighting two sets of 
projects and types of information:

• Projects Reviewed by VTA & VTA Comments:  For projects reviewed by VTA staff 
under the Congestion Management Program and Development Review Program in the 
past quarter, relevant VTA comments are summarized.

• Projects Approved by Local Agencies & Agency Responses:  For projects approved by 
local agencies in the past quarter, relevant VTA comments and the agency responses are 
summarized.
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DISCUSSION:

The following discussion provides a summary of the January through March 2011 Proactive 
CMP Quarterly Report. The summary highlights key projects and topics contained in the report, 
which is provided as Attachment A.  The report includes a table summarizing all of the reviewed 
and approved projects, and a reference map showing the locations of these projects.

• VTA commented on 19 projects through the Proactive CMP process between January and 
March 2011.  The largest number of projects was in the City of Morgan Hill (5 projects), 
followed by the City of San Jose (4 projects). The volume of projects circulated to VTA for 
review was up by more than 50% compared to the first quarter of 2010.  

• Nine of the 19 projects involved environmental documents such as an Environmental Impact 
Reports (EIR), Notice of Preparation (NOP), or Mitigated Negative Declaration.  One of the 
projects involved a stand-alone TIA report, and the remainder involved other documents such 
as rezoning requests, site plans or bus stop plans.  

•   Fifteen of the 19 items that VTA commented on were for private development projects, while
4 items were public improvements (such as parks, schools, or public works projects), and one 
was a citywide General Plan Update.  

•    Three projects which VTA had previously commented on were approved by local agencies 
during this quarter.  These include a the Master Plan for the new Martial Cottle State/County 
Park; a new commercial/industrial subdivision east of US 101 and north of SR 152 in Gilroy; 
and flood control and drainage improvements in Wrigley and Ford Creeks in Milpitas..

Key projects and plans that VTA reviewed and commented on during the past quarter included 
the following:

•    South Plaza Office Development, Los Altos: The City of Los Altos has conducted a 
Downtown Parking Plaza Opportunity Study to explore the potential of using existing 
parking plazas for public-private development that would bring more people downtown.  
Among the recommendations of the study was to use the South Parking Plazas in the 
Downtown for office development while providing replacement and new public parking.  In 
January 2011, the City circulated an NOP for a Draft EIR for the South Plaza Office 
Development.  VTA provided comments supporting the proposed land use intensification, 
suggesting areas of transportation and air quality analysis, and suggesting that the City 
consider Transportation Demand Management (TDM) measures and the potential for a 
linkage to VTA's Bike Sharing Pilot Program.

•    General Plan Update and San Antonio Center Precise Plan Amendments/Development, 
Mountain View: The City of Mountain View is in the process of developing a 
comprehensive update of its General Plan to a horizon year of 2030, and in January 2011 
released the NOP for the Draft EIR for the General Plan Update.  The General Plan Update to 
date includes a strong emphasis on sustainability, multimodal transportation and focused 
development along with preservation of existing neighborhoods.  It focuses growth primarily 
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in several Change Areas including El Camino Real, North Bayshore, San Antonio Center, 
and East Whisman.  City staff has engaged VTA over the course of the General Plan update 
process, and VTA staff provided input on the NOP based on discussions with City staff.  
VTA's comments on the NOP offered support for the City's overall approach, and provided 
suggestions about areas of analysis for the DEIR both citywide and in several of the Change 
Areas.

During the past quarter, the City also circulated the Draft and Final EIR for proposed 
amendments to the San Antonio Center Precise Plan and a development project proposed for 
a 16-acre portion of the Center which would replace approximately 222,000 square feet of 
existing retail with 311,000 square feet of retail and 350 multifamily housing units.  In 
comment letters on these documents, VTA staff expressed support for the overall project 
concept, but encouraged the City to continue to work with the developer to improve the 
internal pedestrian pathways and the pedestrian environment along the project's frontages, 
particularly along El Camino Real. 

•    Sun Garden Retail Development, San Jose: This quarter, the City of San Jose circulated 
the NOP for a Draft EIR as well as the TIA report for the Sun Garden Redevelopment 
project, which would construct up to 282,000 square feet of retail space on 19.75 acres near 
Monterey Road and Alma Avenue.  VTA's comments on these documents focused on land 
use & site design, transit service & bus stops, pedestrian access to transit, and bicycle 
accommodations.  The project proposes to construct a new signalized intersection on 
Monterey Road along the site frontage, which would allow vehicular access but also facilitate 
pedestrian crossings of Monterey Road and access to nearby bus stops.

As noted above, three items that VTA previously provided comments on were approved during 
this past quarter.  The following is a brief summary of key VTA comments and the local agency 
responses on these items.
 
•    Martial Cottle State Park General Plan / County Park Master Plan: A Master Plan is 

being prepared for a new combined State/County Park on 256 acres of agricultural land south 
of Branham Lane and west of Snell Avenue, in an unincorporated area bounded by the City 
of San Jose. VTA commented on the Draft EIR for the Master Plan in October 2010 and 
emphasized the thorough consideration given to pedestrian and bicycle circulation and access 
to transit in the Master Plan and environmental process; encouraged the State and the County 
to maintain 24/7 access on a route through the park and to the nearby Blossom Hill light rail 
station; and requested bus stop improvements and consideration of pedestrian crossing 
improvements on Snell Avenue near the proposed park entrance.  The County of Santa Clara 
issued the Final EIR for the project in  January 2011 and in its response to VTA's comments 
noted that the County will coordinate with the City of San Jose on pedestrian crossings near 
the park entrance (near an existing VTA bus stop) as well as on the design the trail system 
within the park. 

•    Rancho San Ysidro-Machado Subdivision, Gilroy, Santa Clara: In March 2010, the City 
of Gilroy circulated an Draft EIR for a 17-lot commercial/industrial subdivision on 59.7 acres 
east of US 101 and north of SR 152.  VTA provided comments in May 2010 and focused on 
pedestrian & bicycle accommodations and roadway mitigations measures for the project.  
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The City circulated the Final EIR in October 2010 which acknowledged VTA's comments on 
bicycle and pedestrian accommodations within the project and confirmed that the proposed 
roadway mitigation measures such as changes to the intersection of Monterey Road & Tenth 
Street will not eliminate pedestrian and bicycle accommodations at these locations. 

•    Wrigley-Ford Creek Maintenance Project, Milpitas: The City of Milpitas recently 
circulated an Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration for flood control channel 
maintenance work on Wrigley Creek and Ford Creek in Milpitas. VTA provided comments 
encouraging coordination between the City and VTA on permitting and construction, noting 
the relationship of this project to the Right-of-Way (ROW) plans for the BART extension 
project.  The City responded to VTA’s comments by acknowledging the potential 
coordination effort and stating that the City will contact VTA on any necessary coordination 
when the preliminary plans are completed.  This is just one example of the frequent, ongoing 
coordination occurring between VTA and the local agencies in Santa Clara County on the 
Silicon Valley Rapid Transit (SVRT) project.
