BACKGROUND:

Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority funds are invested in accordance with the asset
allocation and diversification strategies described in the Investment Policies amended December
13, 2007.

DISCUSSION:

General Market Conditions

The economy continued to show signs of weakening during July as the employment report for
the month indicated an increase in the unemployment rate from 5.5% to 5.7% and the consumer
spending slowed more than previoudly estimated. The first-quarter GDP figures were also
revised down to show a 0.9% pace of growth compared with a prior estimate of 1%. The
economy may weaken further as the temporary boost from tax rebates, which aided a pick-up in
the first quarter GDP from the previous three months, fades. In addition consumer behavior may
be changing as well. After reaching arecord high of $147 per barrel, the price of oil has
declined 20%. The high prices for oil have driven consumers to cut back their demand for oil
related products. Changing consumer trends have also led to drastic declines in the auto sector
with sales and vehicle prices falling. Additionally, anticipation of globa economies following
the U.S. into a slowdown, brought expectations that demand for oil could fall significantly.

VTA Enterprise Funds

Pursuant to VTA'’ s adopted Investment Policy, 100% of surplus assets, held in the operating
portfolio, are invested in Domestic Fixed Income. Funds are split between two portfolios
managed by Payden & Rygel, LAIF (State Pool - Local Agency Investment Fund) and interest
bearing checking accounts. Payden & Rygel’ s performance matched the composite benchmarks
for the month of July and on calendar year-to-date basis. Current yield for the Payden mid-term
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portfolio is 3.6% and for the Payden short-term portfolio is 2.4%. The current yield for funds
invested in LAIF is 2.8%. Performance for each Payden account as well as LAIF is summarized
in the following table.

A 7% annual return assumption is used in the annual actuarial analysis for the Retiree’s OPEB.
The results of the actuarial analysis determine VTA’s annua contribution rates. Any difference
between actual investment returns and the 7% assumed annual return is recognized in the same
year.

Inception-to-date (April 2000 to July 2008) performance is a gain of 41.4% versus the composite
benchmark of 40.2%. Average composite annual return is 5.1% for Retirees OPEB versus 4.9%
for benchmarks.

VTA/ATU Pension Plan Assets

It isthe policy of the VTA/ATU Board of Pension to have a well-managed investment program
that provides for the financial needs of the pension plan and allows the investments to be
appropriately diversified and prudently invested to protect the safety of the principal while
maintaining a reasonable return. Assets are invested within the following investment guidelines:

The VTA/ATU Pension Plan composite portfolio outperformed the composite benchmarks by
0.1% in July and matched the year-to-date total market return performance. The Fixed Income
portfolio receives interest payments twice a year based on the stated interest rate (coupon rate) of
the securities held by the portfolio. The current yield of Dodge & Cox/Fixed Income portfolio for
July is 5.8%.

In December 2005, Brandywine Asset Management (Brandywine - Small Cap Vaue Manager)
was placed on the Watch List due to poor performance, which has not improved. While nothing
fundamental has happened to the organization, investment team, or the underlying investment
process, the firm has not added superior returns. The introduction of new valuation metrics and
strategies at the start of 2007 has not helped results. Since 2005, Brandywine has under
performed the Russell 2000 Vaue Index benchmark and placed below the Mercer Investment
Consulting's U.S. Equity Small Cap Vaue Universe median. Asaresult of the overall long-term
under performance and a portfolio structuring analysis recently accomplished for the ATU
Pension Board, Mercer has recommended terminating this relationship. This recommendation
will appear on the September ATU Pension Board agenda.

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Pension Plan. The results of the actuarial analysis determine VTA’s annual contribution rates.
Any difference between actual investment returns and the 8% annual return assumption is
amortized over a period of five years.

Inception-to-date (October 1998 to July 2008) performanceisagain of 110.7% versus the
composite benchmark of 81.8%. Average composite annual returnis 11.3% for ATU Pension
Plan versus 8.3% for benchmarks.

ATU Spousal Medical Trust Fund, Dental, and Vision Plan

plans) is provided for in the VTA/ATU Pension Plan Investment Policy and is as follows:

Dodge & Cox Income Fund under performed their benchmark by 0.4% in July and 1.4% on year-
to-date due to an overweight of holdings in the corporate and mortgage backed securities (MBYS)
sectors. This detracted from relative returns given the significant underperformance of both
corporate and MBS sectors. The Fund’ s shorter-than-benchmark duration also detracted from
relative returns. The current yield for the Dodge & Cox Income Fund is 5.9%.

The valuation of VTA’s securitiesis provided by Interactive Data Corporation (IDC), Merrill
Lynch Securities Pricing Service and Bloomberg Generic Pricing Service. These firms are the

leading providers of global securities data. They offer the largest information databases with
current and historical prices on securities traded in all magor markets.
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This report complies with VTA’s adopted investment policies. Based on budgeted revenues and
expenditures as well as actual transfers to/from reserves, there are sufficient funds available to
meet expenditure requirements for the six months ending January 31, 2009.

BACKGROUND:

For your information, | am attaching our Monthly Legislative History Matrix, which describes
key transportation-related bills that are being considered by the California Legislature during the
2007-08 session. It indicates the status of these measures and any adopted VTA positions with
regard to them.

DISCUSSION:

After dispensing with hundreds and hundreds of bills, lawmakers officially adjourned the 2007-
08 regular session of the Legislature on August 31 as mandated by the California Constitution.
However, for the first time in recent history, aregular legidative session came to a close without
the enactment of a budget. Under state law, the Legislature may continue to work past the
August 31 constitutional deadline in order to pass urgency hills, such as the budget, but only
until November 15.

Lawmakers continue to be at odds over a number of key elements related to a spending plan for
the fiscal year that began on July 1. Theseinclude: (a) the extent to which the projected $15.2
billion General Fund deficit should be addressed by tax increases; (b) how to put in place a
spending cap and beef up the state’ s reserve fund in order to control expenditures when the
economy is humming, and to ensure that adequate money has been put aside to avoid huge
budget shortfalls when the economy is down; (c) the amount of spending cuts to state programs
that should be implemented in FY 2009; (d) whether money should be borrowed from local
governments, transportation and other special funds; and (€) whether to modernize the
California Lottery and to generate revenues for the General Fund by bonding against its future
proceeds.

Attempting to break the deadlock, Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger, in mid-August, released what
he termed a“compromise” budget proposal. Perhaps the most controversial part of hisplanisa
temporary 1-percentage-point boost to the state sales tax that would bring in $4 billion this fiscal

year. Under the Governor’s plan, after three years, the sales tax rate would drop a quarter
percentage point below its current level.

Heeding Democratic opposition, the Governor abandoned his push for a strict spending cap and,
instead, proposed an expanded budget reserve. His plan calls for automatically depositing 3
percent of revenues into the reserve fund, except when the economy dips. In years when
revenues are insufficient to cover modest spending increases for inflation and population growth,
the Legidlature could tap the reserve to make up the difference.

The Governor still hopes to borrow against future proceeds from an expanded lottery in order to
generate $5 hillion annually for at least two years. In addition, he provided alist of $2 billionin
spending cuts beyond those outlined earlier by Democratic lawmakers.

While many in the State Capitol Building see the Governor’s plan as containing the workings of
a potential deal, all of the pieces have yet to come together in away that would garner the two-
thirds vote that is needed for a budget to be approved by both the Assembly and Senate.

Werethisatypica year, Gov. Schwarzenegger would have until September 30 to act on al of
the measures that were sent to him by the Legidature prior to the adjournment of the regular
session. He has the option to sign, veto or alow bills to become law without his signature.
However, on August 6, the Governor announced that he would block all bills until the
Legislature approves a budget. Asaresult, lawmakers-at least for now-are holding back roughly
870 bills at the Assembly and Senate desks.

All three of VTA’s sponsored/co-sponsored bills were approved by the Legislature and are
waiting to be sent to the Governor:

AB 117 (Bedll): VTA is partnering with the San Mateo County Transit District (SamTrans); the
Alameda-Contra Costa Transit District (AC Transit); and the Golden Gate Bridge, Highway and
Transportation District (Golden Gate Transit) on this measure. It raises the dollar threshold for
when VTA and the other three transit agencies must use the formal competitive bidding process
to procure materials, supplies and equipment from $25,000 to $100,000, consistent with federal
guidelines. The legidation aso provides VTA, aswell as SamTrans, AC Transit and Golden
Gate Transit, with the option to use either low bid or best value when going through the formal
bidding process for these types of procurements that exceed $100,000. Finally, AB 117 requires
VTA and the other three transit agencies to use an “informal” bidding process for materials,
supplies and equipment contracts between $2,500 and $100,000, under which the contract would
be awarded based on written or oral quotes obtained from three different vendors. This
legidation isintended to improve VTA'’s cost efficiencies with regard to procuring materials,
supplies and equipment.

AB 152 (Bedll): Thisbill makes several technical changesto VTA’s enabling statutes to ensure
that we have the appropriate statutory authority to work with our local jurisdictions on
developing funding strategies to address their local street and road maintenance needs.

AB 2466 (Laird): VTA is co-sponsoring this legislation with the city of San Jose and the county
of Sonoma. It isintended to help local agencies, particularly those with multiple facilities,
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convert to renewable energy. Specifically, AB 2466 permits aloca agency to designate a
“benefiting account” to receive abill credit for electricity supplied to the electric grid by an
eligible renewable generating facility. In our case, the legisation would allow VTA to generate
excess solar power at one of our bus operating divisions and, rather than losing that electricity to
the grid, to receive a credit on our electric bill at the Guadalupe Light Rail Division, where we do
not have enough space to install enough solar panels to meet that facility’s electricity needs.

Other key bhills that made it through the legidative process and are waiting to be submitted to the
Governor include:

AB 1221 (Ma): Intended to encourage more transit-oriented development, this legislation allows
local officials to use property tax increment financing to pay for public facilities and amenities
within transit village development districts. VTA is supporting this measure.

AB 3021 (Nava): Sponsored by the Treasurer’s Office, this bill creates the California
Transportation Financing Authority to issue revenue bonds to assist local agencies and Caltrans
in funding transportation improvement projects. Under the provisions of thislegislation, the
authority may allow alocal project sponsor or Caltrans to collect tolls as one source of revenue
to pay debt service on the bonds, as well as to operate and maintain the project over the life of
the bonds. VTA issupporting AB 3021.

AB 3034 (Galgiani): Sponsored by the California High-Speed Rail Authority, AB 3034 revises
provisions in the existing Safe, Reliable, High-Speed Passenger Train Bond Act that is on this
November’s ballot. Specifically, thishill: (a) amends and expands the descriptions of the route
segments for California’ s proposed high-speed train system; (b) keeps the San Francisco-San
Jose-Los Angeles-Anaheim segment as the first priority for bond revenues, but allows money to
be spent on other segments as long as that does not delay construction of the main ling; (c) limits
the amount of bond funds that could be spent on preconstruction activities; (d) requiresa
detailed funding plan for any segment before bond proceeds can be requested; (€) requiresthe
High-Speed Rail Authority to complete an updated business plan by October 1, 2008; (f) creates
a peer review panel to evaluate the planning, engineering and financing documents prepared by
the High-Speed Rail Authority; and (g) prohibits the construction of a high-speed rail station
between Gilroy and Merced, a point of concern among environmental groups. AB 3034's
journey through the legidative process was somewhat torturous. After breezing through the
Assembly, the measure got hung up in the Senate by a group of GOP lawmakers who wanted to
remove the high-speed rail bond from the November ballot. Eventually, the supporters of AB
3034 were able to round up enough votes to move the bill out of the Senate and send it on to
Gov. Schwarzenegger. The Governor then made an exception to his vow to block any bills that
reached his desk prior to the adoption of a budget and signed AB 3034 into law. VTA supported
this hill.

SB 28 (Simitian): Asafollow-up to previous legislation banning the use of cell phones without
a hands-free device while driving, SB 28 prohibits text-messaging while operating a motor
vehicle. VTA does not have a position on this measure.

SB 375 (Steinberq): Perhaps the most significant transportation policy bill to make it through
the legidative process this year, SB 375 is an extremely complex, highly controversial, 52-page
bill that attempts to put in place a framework for cutting vehicle miles traveled as a strategy for
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reducing greenhouse gas emissions from the transportation sector. In general, it requiresthe 17
metropolitan planning organizations (MPOSs) in California, including MTC, to include a
“sustainable communities strategy” in their regional transportation plans (RTPs) that would
consist of development patterns and transportation measures designed to achieve regional
greenhouse gas emissions reduction targets provided by the California Air Resources Board
(CARB). Inaddition, SB 375 requires the allocation of regiona housing needs assessment
(RHNA) shares to cities and counties to be consistent with a particular region’s sustainable
communities strategy. Finally, it provides California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
incentives for certain types of development projects in order to encourage local governments to
undertake their planning activities in a manner that is consistent with the sustainable
communities strategy. VTA does not have a position on SB 375.

SB 974 (Lowenthal): This controversial legislation calls for imposing a fee on each shipping
container processed in the Ports of Los Angeles, Long Beach and Oakland. The revenues
generated by the fee would be used to fund projects that would improve the flow of container
cargo or mitigate air pollution caused by the movement of container cargo at these ports. VTA
does not have a position on this bill.

SB 1731 (Yee): Thislegidation authorizes MTC to impose a $1 vehicle registration surcharge in
the Bay Areain order to implement congestion management strategies in the region, including an
expansion of Caltrans' traffic operations system and ramp metering. VTA does not have a
position on SB 1731.

In adopting the expenditure plan,
requires the regional transportation agency and the applicable air district to make a finding that the
plan will achieve a nexus between payment of the fee, and the mitigation of greenhouse gas
emissions or the other improvements funded by the fee. If the fee is being imposed by a multi-
county regional transportation agency, requires project expenditures to reflect an equitable
distribution of revenues throughout the region where the fee is being imposed, with not less than 95
percent of the revenues from each county, based on population, being invested over the life of the
fee in projects attributable to that county. In addition, during every five-year period, requires no
less than 80 percent of the revenues from each county, based on population, to be invested in
projects attributable to that county. In developing the expenditure plan, requires the regional
transportation agency and the applicable air district to: (a) prioritize expenditures that are the most
cost effective at producing reductions in greenhouse gas emissions from motor vehicle use in the
regional transportation agency’s jurisdiction, and at addressing the maintenance and rehabilitation
needs of the region’s transportation system; and (b) conduct an equity analysis showing the costs
and benefits of the plan to each income and geographic group.

project, and providing transportation improvements in the corridor. Allows a project sponsor of a
project imposing tolls to incorporate congestion management mechanisms to regulate usage and
increase mobility, accessibility and environmental benefits.

Revises certain provisions contained in the existing High-Speed Train Bond Act to be submitted to
the voters of California on November 4, 2008, as Proposition 1. Specifically, refers to construction
of a high-speed train system consistent with the California High-Speed Rail Authority’s certified
environmental impact report (EIR) of November 2005 and July 9, 2008, rather than with its final
business plan of June 2000. Revises the descriptions of route corridors of the proposed high-speed
train system. Provides that the bill does not prejudice the authority’s determination and selection of
the high-speed train alignment from the Central Valley to the Bay Area and its certification of the
EIR. Requires revenues generated by the operation of the high-speed train system above and
beyond the amount needed for operating and maintenance costs, and financing obligations to be
used to fund the construction, expansion, improvement, replacement, and rehabilitation of the
system. Requires $9 billion in bond revenues to be used for the corridor of the high-speed train
system between the San Francisco Transbay Terminal, Los Angeles Union Station and Anaheim. If
the High-Speed Rail Authority finds that the completion of this phase of the project would not be
adversely impacted, allows the authority to request bond funding for the capital costs for other
corridors of the high-speed train system. Specifies that no more than 10 percent of $9 billion in
bond proceeds can be used for environmental studies and mitigation, planning, preliminary
engineering, real property acquisition, rights-of-way improvements, and relocation assistance for
displaced property owners and occupants related to the high-speed train system. Requires the
High-Speed Rail Authority to complete various funding plans and financial analyses prior to: (a)
submitting a request for an appropriation of bond funding for eligible capital costs; and (b)
committing bond proceeds for expenditure for construction, real property acquisition and
equipment procurements. In selecting corridors, or usable segments thereof, for construction,
requires the authority to give priority to those corridors, or usable segments thereof, that are
expected to use the least amount of bond funds as a percentage of total construction costs. Among
other criteria that it may use for establishing priorities for initiating construction on corridors, or
usable segments thereof, requires the authority to include the following: (a) projected ridership and
revenue; (b) the need to test and certify trains operating at speeds of 220 miles per hour; and (c)
the utility of those corridors, or usable segments thereof, for passenger train services other than the
high-speed train system that will not result in any unreimbursed operating or maintenance costs to
the authority. Provides that there is to be no high-speed rail station between Gilroy and Merced.
Requires complementary rail capital improvement projects funded from $950 million in bond
proceeds allocated to intercity, commuter and urban rail systems to do the following: (a) provide
direct connectivity and benefits to the high-speed train system or its facilities; (b) be part of the
construction of the high-speed train system; or (c) provide capacity enhancements and safety
improvements. Requires the High-Speed Rail Authority to revise its business plan by October 1,
2008, and submit it to the Legislature. Requires the authority to establish an independent peer
review group for the purpose of reviewing the planning, engineering, financing, and other elements
of the authority’s plans. Also requires the peer review group to issue an analysis of: (a) the
appropriateness and accuracy of the authority’s assumptions; and (b) the viability of the authority’s
funding plan for each corridor. For any project along the high-speed train network, allows the
authority to contract with Caltrans to perform project design and engineering services, including
construction inspection services.

Specifies that the following types of projects are
eligible to receive Proposition 1B goods movement air quality improvement money: (a) the
replacement, repower or retrofit of heavy-duty diesel trucks; (b) the replacement, repower or retrofit of
diesel locomotive engines; (c) the replacement, repower or retrofit of harbor craft that operate at the
state’s seaports; (d) the provision of onshore electrical power for oceangoing vessels carrying freight
and calling at the state’s seaports; (e) mobile or portable shoreside distributed power generation
projects; (f) the replacement of cargo-handling equipment that operates at the state’s seaports and rail
yards; and (g) electrification infrastructure to reduce engine idling and the use of internal combustion
auxiliary power systems at truck stops, intermodal facilities, distribution centers, and other places
where trucks congregate. Requires the $1 billion in Proposition 1B goods movement air quality
improvement money to be matched by no less than $1 billion from local, state, federal, and private
sources.

targets approved by the California Air Resources Board (CARB); and (g) allows the RTP to comply
with the federal Clean Air Act. By September 30, 2010, requires CARB to provide the state’s MPOs
with greenhouse gas emission reduction targets for the automobile and light truck sectors for 2020 and
2035, and to update these regional targets every eight years, as specified, until 2050. To the extent an
MPQ’s sustainable communities strategy is unable to achieve the greenhouse gas emission reduction
targets, requires the MPO to prepare an alternative planning strategy as a separate document from the
RTP showing how the targets would be achieved through alternative development patterns,
infrastructure, or additional transportation measures or policies.

Requires the CTC to review
this information solely to determine all of the following: (a) the project is consistent with the
requirements for funding under the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement and Service
Enhancement Account; (b) the project is a capital improvement the meets the requirements of the
state’s general obligation bond law; (c) the project or useful project component is or would become
fully funded with an allocation of money from the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement
and Service Enhancement Account; and (d) the funds could be encumbered within three years of the
allocation based on the CTC’s review of the project’s phase or schedule for completion, as submitted by
the project sponsor. Upon conducting this review and determining that a proposed project is in
compliance with these requirements, specifies that the CTC shall, on a quarterly basis, provide the
Controller’s Office with a list of projects and their sponsoring agencies eligible to receive an allocation
from the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement and Service Enhancement Account. Upon
receipt of this information from the CTC, requires the Controller’s Office to commence any necessary
actions to allocate funds to project sponsors, including seeking the issuance of bonds for that purpose.
Provides that total allocations to a project sponsor cannot exceed that project sponsor’s share of funds
from the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement and Service Enhancement Account. In its
Annual Report to the Legislature, requires the CTC to include a summary of its activities related to the
administration of funds from the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement and Service
Enhancement Account. At a minimum, requires this summary to include: (a) a description and the
location of each project funded from the account; (b) the amount of funds allocated to each project; (c)
the status of each project; (d) a description of the public benefit expected from each project; and (e) a
designation of any projects that have been subject to an audit by the Controller’s Office.

In order
to be eligible to receive funding under the State-Local Partnership Program, requires a project to be a
transportation capital project that is estimated to cost at least $5 million and that is included in a
Regional Transportation Plan (RTP). Specifies that eligible projects include all of the following: (a)
improvements to the state highway system; (b) improvements to transit facilities; (c) acquisition,
retrofit or rehabilitation of rolling stock, buses or other transit equipment with a useful life of at least 10
years; (d) improvements to the local road system; (e) improvements to bicycle or pedestrian safety or
mobility with a useful life of at least 15 years; and (f) improvements to mitigate the environmental
impacts of new transportation infrastructure on a locality’s or region’s water quality. Specifies that
each fiscal year in which funds are appropriated for the program constitutes a funding cycle. To ensure
that as many eligible projects as possible may benefit from the State-Local Partnership Program,
provides that no single project may receive more than $25 million in a single funding cycle in which
program funds are appropriated. Requires each project sponsor desiring to participate in the State-
Local Partnership Program in any funding cycle to submit certain specified information to the
California Transportation Commission (CTC). For each funding cycle, requires the CTC to adopt a
program of projects to receive allocations from the State-Local Partnership Program. In allocating
funds to specific projects, requires the CTC to give priority to projects that meet any of the following:
(a) the project can commence construction or implementation of the project in a manner to provide the
public benefit at the earliest possible date; (b) the project can enhance the leveragability of Proposition
1B bond funds by utilizing a higher proportion of non-bond funds toward a project’s total cost than is
otherwise required; or (c) the project can demonstrate quantifiable air quality improvements. Allows
the CTC to allocate money to a project in more than one funding cycle. Requires a project receiving an
allocation under the State-Local Partnership Program to encumber the funds no later than June 30 of the
fiscal year in which an allocation is made by the CTC. In addition, requires allocated funds to be
expended within three years of June 30 of the fiscal year in which an allocation is made by the CTC.
Requires the CTC to rescind an allocation to a project that fails to comply with these requirements and
to reallocate those funds to another project. Requires the CTC to develop and adopt guidelines to
implement the State-Local Partnership Program, and to establish the criteria and process for allocating
funds to eligible projects under the program.

BACKGROUND:

On May 1, 2008, the Board of Directors authorized the purchase of the FY 2008-09 Operations
Insurance program for an amount not to exceed $1,831,000. The program includes liability
insurance policies for Excess Liability coverage, General, Auto, and Public Officials’ Errors and
Omissions claims; property coverage for Boiler and Machinery, Buses, Vans, Mobile
Equipment, Light Rail Vehicles, and Flood insurance |osses.

The Board was advised that specific premium quotes from potential carriers were not available in
May, due to the current conditions in the insurance market, in which underwriters are only
willing to review policy applications in the weeks immediately prior to the renewal date. The
annual renewal date for VTA’sinsurance coverage is July 1. This memo reports the final results
of the FY 2008-09 insurance policy purchase transactions.

DISCUSSION:

During the marketing process, the broker, Alliant Insurance Services, solicited premium quotes
from nineteen insurance carriers for the various policies required for the program. As
experienced in recent years, many carriers declined to quote, citing an inability to provide
competitive rates, or decisions to withdraw both from the California market and public entity or
transit risks.

Carriers were selected on the basis of premium cost and coverage criteria, underwriting
background, atrack record with governmental agencies, adequacy of reserves, and a minimum
A.M. Best rating of Excellent. The policies have been purchased and coverage was in place
effective July 1, 2008 as required.

The premium cost for the FY 2008-09 Operations Insurance Program is $1,924,609, an 18.6%
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increase compared to last year ($1,619,966). This cost exceeds the amount authorized by the
Board in May by 5%, but does fall within the General Manager’ s authority to approve.

The increase premiums resulted from a series of recent losses involving serious injury accidents,
bus fires and property damage caused by derailment of alight rail vehicle. Additionaly,
coverage limits and deductibles for revenue vehicles notably Light Rail Vehicles and
Community Buses were adjusted to provide increased coverage, resulting in higher costs. This
year’s program does have the potential for adividend if loss results improve. Also the bus and
rail fleet inventories will be audited quarterly to allow for premium adjustments for reductions or
additions in fleet size.

See Attachment A for a summary of the FY 2008-09 insurance program. The Attachment also
includes a comparison with the FY 2007-08 program.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Appropriation for the expenditure is included in the adopted FY09 VTA Transit Operating
Budget.

This memo describes the steps necessary in order to change the appointment/sel ection of

Members of the Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority's (VTA) Board of Directors from

the currently existing city groupings.

VTA’s enabling act establishes the composition of the Board of Directors. Public Utilities Code

Section 100160 states (with emphasis added):

(a) The government of the district shall be vested in a board of directors which
shall consist of 12 members, as follows:

(1) Two representatives of the county and one aternate who shall be members
of the board of supervisors of the county, appointed by the board of
supervisors.

(2) Five representatives of the City of San Jose and one aternate who shall be
city council members of the City of San Jose, appointed by the city council.

(3) Five city council members selected from among the city councils of all
of the citiesin the county, other than the City of San Jose, as provided by
agreements among those cities. The agreements may provide for the
appointment of alter nates, who shall be city council members, for those
City representatives.

(b) An alternate may vote in the place of a director represented by that
alternate if the director is absent.

(c) To the extent possible, the appointing powers shall appoint individuals who
have expertise, experience, or knowledge relative to transportation issues.

The “agreement among the cities’ referenced in Section 100060 (a)(3) is the Joint Powers
Agreement for the Administration of the Santa Clara County Congestion Management Program
dated December 1, 1994 (JPA), which specifically referred to Section 100060 and which
established the city groupings currently in existence. The JPA also included the County of Santa
Clara, City of San Jose and VTA (then known as the Santa Clara County Transit District) as
signatories, and provided that the cities within each grouping are to determine the method of
selecting their grouping’s Board representatives. The JPA provides that the Agreement may be
amended “ by resolutions adopted by the Santa Clara County Board of Supervisors, a mgjority of
the Member Agencies (other than Santa Clara County) representing a majority of the population
in Santa Clara County and the Transit District.” (Section 15).

VTA previously engaged the Hay Group to conduct a comprehensive Organization and Financial
Assessment (Assessment). In the area of governance, the Assessment identified Board turnover
asacritical challenge to the governance structure at VTA. Turnover is particularly high for the
small city groupings. The Assessment recommended that the VTA Board look at alternatives to
lengthen the term of office for Directors and also work with appointing authorities to ensure that
eigibility for selection to serve on the VTA Board include appropriate qualifications and
experience, and the time left in the elected officials term of office so that they do not “term out”
during their tenure asaVTA Director.

To further address these issues, as well as concerns regarding the geographical configuration of
the small city groupings, Director Greg Sellers was asked to work with VTA staff and
consultants to develop recommendations regarding VTA'’ s governance for the Board' s
consideration.

The recommendations were presented to the Policy Advisory Committee (PAC), the Citizens
Advisory Committee (CAC) and severa city councils. At the May 1, 2008 Board of Directors
meeting, the Board approved the following elements of the recommendation:

1. Eliminate the concept of city groupings selecting their representative(s) through a
rotation process. Each of the city groups will “select” their representative(s) to serve as a
Director on the VTA Board.

2. VTA Directorswill still serve two-year terms. However, the appointing authorities will
be encouraged to reappoint representatives to consecutive terms.

3. Include a process for selecting VTA Directors within the city groupings. VTA Directors
should have the required experience and qualifications in transportation.

At the request of Director Casas, the Board deferred amending the VTA Administrative Code to
reconfigure the small city groupings to include a new group comprised of Santa Clara,
Sunnyvale and Milpitas, until the August 7, 2008 Board of Directors Meeting. Deferring action
onthisitem provided Director Casas and Director Sellers additional time to work together as the
Governance Committee to discuss the recommendation and determine if there are additional
governance alternatives the Board should consider.

The two members of the governance committee invited two members of the PAC and two
members of the CAC to participate in the committee’ s activities. They recommended (with the
exception of Director Sellers) the PAC select the small cities' representatives from among the
PAC membership.

At the August 7, 2008 VTA Board of Directors meeting, the Board appointed the Administration
and Finance (A&F) Committee to take up the issue and make a recommendation to the Board on
the proposed changesto VTA'’s governance.

The A& F Committee discussed the issue at its August 21, 2008 meeting. The Committee
requested that staff return in September with a summary of four proposed changesto VTA's
governance as well as the necessary legal steps required to implement any of the proposals.

Attached is a matrix describing the four options and the steps necessary to implement each
option for the committee's consideration.

The Hay Group and State Audit identified Board turnover, particularly among small cities, asa
concern with VTA governance. Neither report, however, recommended VTA implement a
directly elected Board and it should be noted that, despite challenges, the VTA Board of
Directors has along history of delivering transportation services and projects for the entire
county. For example the 1996 Measure B Program produced a variety of projects throughout the
County, which has resulted in transportation benefits for all residents. Additionally, last year the
Board approved the new bus service plan that resulted from the Comprehensive Operations
Analysis. The new plan added bus service in areas with higher ridership potential and limited
service in areas with lower ridership potential. Regardless of the area they represented, Board
members voted unanimously for the plan, which has produced and increase in average weekday
bus ridership of 5.4% compared to the previous year. Enacting the changes to the governance
structure approved in May can serve to enhance the effectiveness of the Board.

Adopt the amended Appendix of Designated Positions and Disclosure Categories of the Conflict of
Interest Code for the Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority (VTA) and direct the Board
Secretary to forward the revised list of designated positions to the Santa Clara County Board of
Supervisors for approval.

BACKGROUND:

The Political Reform Act of 1974 requires every local and state governmental agency to adopt a
Conflict of Interest Code and to designate those positions which involve the making or participation
in the making of decisions which may foreseeably have a material effect on any financia interest.
Following adoption by VTA's Board of Directors, the Code and Appendix must be submitted to a
code-reviewing body for approval. In VTA's case, thisis the Santa Clara County Board of
Supervisors.

The Act requires each agency to revise its Code as circumstances change, such as the creation of new
positions, deletion of positions and changes in duties assigned to existing positions. The Code must
be amended to incorporate these changes and then forwarded to the code-reviewing body for
approval. (Government Code Section 87306).

DISCUSSION:

Thelist of designated positionsin the VTA Conflict of Interest Code needs to be amended to add
new positions, incorporate changed position titles, and to delete some positions, reflecting the
changed circumstances in the organization over the past year. A revised Code incorporating
these changes is attached. (A redlined draft of the revised Appendix to the Code shows the
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position changes.)

RECOMMENDATION:

Authorize the General Manager to renew benefit contracts with Kaiser, PacifiCare, Valley Health
Plan, Delta Dental, Pacific Union Dental, Vision Service Plan, and Custom Benefits
Administrators for VTA employees and retirees for calendar year 2009.

BACKGROUND:

VTA currently contracts with Kaiser, PacifiCare, Valey Health Plan, Delta Dental, Pacific
Union Denta, Vision Service Plan (VSP), and Custom Benefits Administrators for health and
welfare benefits. VTA also contracts with Metropolitan Life Insurance Company for life,
accidental death and dismemberment, and long-term disability coverage.

These contracts will expire December 31, 2008. Renewal of these contracts is needed to

continue the benefit plans and providers named in labor agreements for VTA employees and
retirees. The renewal will be effective January 1, 2009.

DISCUSSION:

The Arlen Group, VTA’s employee benefits broker, has marketed VTA as a potentia client to
benefits providers and analyzed and negotiated the resulting bids. All contracts are for one year.
The Metropolitan Life contract isin the second year of atwo year rate guarantee. The Arlen
Group solicited HMO and PPO quotations from five other medical plansin addition to the
current providers. Four of these plans declined to quote due to the high enrollment (almost 70%
of employees) in Kaiser. The other plan was unable to offer a comparable plan design.
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The overall increase for all medical plans will be approximately 9%. Medical rates were
projected to increase by 12% overall for 20009.

The medical rates are informed estimates since the carriers have not yet finalized their Medicare

rates. The Kaiser HMO premium increase is 6.9%. The PacifiCare increase is 14% overall.
VTA'’s claims experience under Kaiser has been superior to PacifiCare, resulting in lower
increases. The estimated Valley Health Plan rate increase is 7.1%.

Vision Services Plan had a 2-year rate guarantee and did not increase. Delta Dental rates
increased 3%. Pacific Union Denta has requested an increase of 5%. Custom Benefits
Administrators has requested no increase to their rates. The chart below compares the
anticipated change in total premium costs with prior years.

The alternative isto attempt to re-bid VTA with other providers. However, the outcome is not

likely to change, the expense would be significant, and the process could result in missing the
calendar year deadline. Any changes to providers would require collective bargaining with

employee unions.
FISCAL IMPACT:
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The estimated annual total cost of these benefitsis $40,904,299. The employer portion of the
cost for these benefits is $37,045,593. The employee/retiree portion is $2,446,148. The ATU
Spousal Medical Trust Fund portion is $1,412,558.

This represents an estimated total cost increase of approximately $3,124,975. Holding
enrollment constant and comparing with current rates, this includes an employer cost increase of
$2,820,592, an employee/retiree cost increase of $242,504 and an ATU Spousal Medical Trust
Fund increase of $61,879 over calendar year 2008 costs.

Because these are calendar year contracts, one half of these costs will be incurred during this
fiscal year. The approved budget included 12% annual increases for medical plans. As aresult,
the approved budget is sufficient to cover these costs.

An appropriation for these expenditures is included in the adopted FY09 VTA Transit Operating
Budget.

RECOMMENDATION:

Authorize the General Manager to amend an existing contract with Mercer Investment
Consulting, Inc. to provide investment related advisory services, increasing the approved
contract value by $91,000 for a new contract value of $386,000.

BACKGROUND:

Mercer Investment Consulting, Inc. (Mercer) was selected through a competitive Request For
Proposal (RFP) process conducted in 2006. A contract was awarded for a period of three years
with a contract value of $295,000. The scope of work for the contract provides for performance
monitoring of Investment Managers and a variety of other services on an as needed basis,
including: asset allocation studies, asset-liability study, portfolio restructuring analysis, and
searches for Investment Managers.

Mercer has completed seven quarterly performance reports (for both VTA operationsand ATU
Pension Plan assets) and on-call services, approved by the VTA/ATU Pension Board, consisting
of an asset liability study, portfolio restructuring and one Investment Manager search. The
allocation of funds associated with this work (plus five additional quarterly performance reports
for VTA operations) amount to $256,500 of the original contract authorization amount of
$295,000, of which 73% is funded by ATU Pension Plan assets.

DISCUSSION:

In April 2008, following the completion of an asset liability study, the VTA/ATU Pension Board
approved Mercer' s recommendation to amend the asset allocation for ATU Pension Plan to
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include two new asset classes: Emerging Markets and Real Estate.

The approval by the VTA/ATU Pension Board to revise the asset alocation for pension plan
funds will result in the need for two Investment Manager searches. Staff anticipates that
approval for the Investment Manager searches for the new asset classes will occur at the Pension
Board meeting scheduled in October 2008. Staff also anticipates that the VTA/ATU Pension
Board will approve the replacement of Brandywine in September 2008, due to both long term
performance and the results of a portfolio restructuring analysis recently completed by Mercer.
Brandywine currently serves as the Investment Manager for the small cap value portion of the
portfolio.

The recommended $91,000 increase in Mercer’ s contract, together with the remaining $38,500
of unallocated contract authority will pay for the remaining five quarterly performance reports
for ATU Pension assets and three anticipated Investment Manager searches. 100% of the fees
associated with this amendment and 82% of the revised total contract value, are funded from
ATU Pension Plan fund assets.

ALTERNATIVES:

There are no practical alternatives.
FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for the amendment of the contract will be provided from VTA/ATU Pension Funds and
areincluded in the VTA/ATU Pension Budget, as amended from time to time by the VTA/ATU
Pension Board. Fundsfor the VTA transit operation portion of the contract are included in the
Adopted FY 09 transit operating budget.

BPAC

The first amendment, to Section 5.8 (see Attachment A), would delete the Brown Act section
on emergency actions. This provision is appropriate for governing boards, not advisory
committees. It would be replaced with the requirements to be met in order to take action on
an item not on the posted agenda, which would make this section consistent with VTA's
other advisory committees.

The second amendment, to Section 6.1 (also Attachment A), would modify the agenda
format section to specify the four ways items may be referred for inclusion on future BPAC
agendas:. (1) by the Board of Directors; (2) by the General Manager; (3) by the Committee
Chairperson; and (4) by the Committee, with a quorum present and upon the affirmative vote
of amajority of the members present. This change would make this provision consistent
with VTA’s other advisory committees.

PAC

This amendment, to Section 5.7 (see Attachment C) would delete the current attendance
provision, which isinapplicable for committees with alternate members. Although the
member may be absent, the alternate, by definition, serves in place of the member when
absent, thus ensuring Member Agency representation and therefore no absence. Thisissue
was previously pointed out by PAC Chairperson Chris Moylan and staff assured him it
would be addressed at the next reasonable opportunity.

The amendments to the CAC and BPAC bylaws were approved by those committees at their
September 10, 2008 meetings. Those for the TAC and PAC were approved by those committees
at their September 11, 2008 meetings.

If the recommended modifications are approved by the Board, the changes would be in effect for
the October advisory committee meetings. The schedule modification for the chairperson and
vice chairperson elections would be effective for the term of office that commences on January
1, 2009.

ALTERNATIVES:

The Board could choose to not approve one or more of the proposed amendments.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There are no financial impacts associated with the recommended amendments to the advisory
committee bylaws.

BYLAWS FOR BICYCLE & PEDESTRIAN ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Article IV
OFFICERS

Chairperson and Vice Chairperson

The Committee shall elect from its membership a chairperson and a vice
chairperson at its first- last meeting of the calendar year, to serve for a one year term
effective January 1 of the next calendar year.
