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For your information, | am attaching our Monthly Legislative History Matrix, which describes
key transportation-related bills that are being considered by the California State Legislature
during the 2007-08 session. It indicates the status of these measures and any adopted VTA

positions with regard to them.

A number of bills have been introduced dealing with the implementation of Proposition 1B, the

$20 billion transportation infrastructure bond measure that was approved by the voters of
California last November. The following chart summarizes the bills identified so far:

Other highlights of the Monthly Legislative History Matrix are as follows:

Pursuant to the Board-adopted 2007 State Legislative Program, VTA’s sponsored and co-
sponsored bills are: (a) AB 574 (Torrico), co-sponsored with the Alameda County
Congestion Management Agency; (b) AB 1492 (Laird), co-sponsored with the Santa Cruz
Metropolitan Transit District; (c) SB 184 (Alquist), co-sponsored with the Orange County
Transportation Authority; and (d) SB 264 (Alquist).

As a follow-up to the enactment of the Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006, which calls
for an estimated 25 percent reduction in greenhouse gas emissions statewide by 2020, a
number of bills have been introduced relating to air quality and alternative fuels, including:
(@) AB 99 (Feuer); (b) AB 118 (Nunez); (c) AB 463 (Huffman); (d) AB 747 (Levine); (e)
SB 71 (Florez); and (f) SB 140 (Kehoe).

Project delivery issues continue to be at the forefront. Three bills—AB 899 (Parra), AB
1322 (Duvall) and SB 61 (Runner)—have been introduced that are intended to broaden the
authority for using public-private partnerships for transportation projects. Meanwhile, AB
1499 (Garrick), SB 56 (Runner) and SB 442 (Ackerman) address issues related to design-
build contracting.

AB 444 (Hancock) authorizes the congestion management agencies in Alameda and Contra
Costa Counties to place a measure before their voters to impose a $10 vehicle registration
surcharge for transportation purposes. Consistent with the Board-adopted 2007 State
Legislative Program, we have asked the author of AB 444, Assembly Member Loni Hancock
(D-Berkeley), if she would be willing to include VTA in the bill. If she agrees, then we
would be prepared to support the measure.

At its April 19 meeting, the Administration and Finance Committee will consider staff
recommendations to support AB 23 (Ma) and AB 57 (Soto), and to oppose SB 540
(Harman). These recommendations would come before the full Board on May 3.

are designed to minimize long-term maintenance costs, and are approved by Caltrans. Specifies that the
local share for the project must be at least 50 percent of the total project costs and must come from
revenues generated from any locally imposed sales tax for transportation. Specifies the process for
applying for and receiving funds under the State-Local Partnership Program, as follows: (a) requires
project sponsors to submit eligible projects for the five-year period from FY 2011 through FY 2016 to
Caltrans no later than September 30, 2009; (b) requires Caltrans to review the applications from project
sponsors for consistency with the program’s requirements and to compile a list of all eligible projects
no later than January 31, 2010; (c) requires the California Transportation Commission (CTC) to
approve the list of projects no later than April 1, 2010; (d) requires a project sponsor to let the
construction contracts for its project no later than June 30 of the fiscal year following the year in which
the funds are appropriated for the project; otherwise the funds would revert to the CTC for re-allocation.
