The Chaboya Operating Division High Security Fence Upgrades and Site Hardening projects will
replace the existing fence line and gates with a combination of High Security and Maximum
Security fencing that will resist climbing and cutting.

Additional site hardening measures will include guard shack reconstruction and CCTV
installation.

Project Status:
The Chaboya Division Site Hardening Project has two phases:

BACKGROUND:

VTA implements service changes quarterly (January, April, July, and October). Mgor changes
are typically planned for January and July, while minor changes are implemented in April and
October. Proposed service changes that meet any of the criteria listed below are submitted to the
VTA Board of Directors for review and approval. Changes requiring formal approval include:

e The establishment of a new or elimination of atransit line.
e A change that impacts 25% or more of aline’s route miles or revenue vehicle hours.

e Proposed changes that are anticipated to be controversial with a particular community
or interested parties.

Service change proposals not meeting the criteria for formal approvals described above are
handled at staff level and are still subject to an appropriate level of public and community review
and comment. Given the number of changes we have made over the past year, the changes
proposed for January 2011 are minor.

An update on Line 63 is also provided.
DISCUSSION:

The following service changes will take effect on Monday, January 10, 2011:

Community BusLine 11 - The schedule will be changed to operate every 35 minutes to
improve on-time performance. The actua running times for the trips are taking longer than

previous estimates, and operators are not able to maintain the schedule on the 30-minute cycle.

Community BusLines 13, 14, 17, 18, 19, 32, 34, 42, 88 - Minor schedule changes will be
made.

Community Bus Lines 48, 49 - Weekday and weekend service will be rescheduled to improve
connections with light rail and other bus lines.

Line 22, 51, 57, 66, 68, 71, 103, 120, 330, DASH - Minor weekday schedule changes will be
made.

Lines 23, 25, 35, 46, 60, 61, 62 - Minor weekday and weekend schedule changes will be made.

Line 27, 81 - Minor weekend schedule changes will be made.

Line 64 - The routing will be changed to oeerate in both directions on 13" and Julian Streets - it
will no longer operate on St. James and 19" Streets in the eastbound direction. The City of San
Jose is converting both Julian and St. James Streets from one-way to two-way streets. In doing
so, they worked with VTA to design the striping to ensure that buses could operate both ways on
Julian Street, which is the preferred routing since buses continue on McKee Road in East San
Jose.

Express 180 - This line will no longer operate on weekends. Instead, service between Fremont
BART, Great Mall and downtown San Jose will be provided by a modified Line 181. Asa
result, weekend service will no longer be provided along Mission Boulevard in Fremont. The
impetus for the change was that the current weekend Line 180 schedule is very tight. Buses have
difficulty maintaining the 40-minute frequency, staying on time and providing operators layover
time while utilizing the current resources. The routing of Express Line 181 on Highway 880 and
Stevenson Boulevard takes less time between the Great Mall and Fremont than the Line 180
routing on Highway 680 and Mission Boulevard. In addition, it simplifies the service, since Line
181 will always be the route that goes to San Jose seven days aweek and Line 180 will always
end at the Great Mall (now operating only on weekdays). About 10-15 passengers use Line 180
on Mission Boulevard on Saturdays, with afew less using the route on Sundays. AC Transit
operates Line 217 along this route on a 40 minute headway, so these passengers can use this
route to access Milpitas, Great Mall or Fremont BART. Passenger outreach and notification will
be implemented as part of this service change.

Minor weekday schedule changes will also be made to improve connections with BART.

Express 181- Thisline will operate the weekend service between Fremont BART, Great Mall
and downtown San Jose on a40-minute frequency. On weekends, Line 181 will deviate into the
Great Mall Transit Center from Tasman Drive; otherwise the routing will be the same as
weekdays (via Highway 880 and Stevenson Boulevard). Minor weekday schedule changes will
also be made to improve connections with BART.

Rapid Line 522 - Minor weekday and Saturday schedule changes will be made.

Line 63 - In July, 2010, VTA added a later southbound trip on weekday evenings due to requests
from the public (Joyce Weissman). Thistrip starts at 9:34 p.m. from San Jose State University,

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which isamost 2 hours later than the previoustrip. The trip was originally added on a 6-month
trial basis, with the understanding that it would need to meet the minimum ridership standards
(15 total passengers for the trip) in order to maintain the service beyond the trial period.

Staff has tracked and evaluated ridership on this line since the line was implemented, particularly
after San Jose State classes started in late August, as most of the ridership is generated by these
students. An average of 9 passengers are using the trip Monday through Thursday when SJSU is
in session, and 5 passengers during the summer and on Fridays. We do not plan changes or
eliminating this trip in January, even though it is not currently meeting standards. Staff will
continue to monitor thistrip and if the ridership does not meet the standard, we would
discontinue the trip in July 2011, at the end of the current academic year.

STANDING COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

The Transit Planning and Operations Committee reviewed thisitem at its November 22 meeting.
Chairperson Kalra asked how VTA let students know of changesto Line 63 back in July. VTA
provided information through Take One on the buses and on the VTA website. VTA aso
provided information to San Jose State so they could promote with students. Member Abe-Koga
asked how the July service changesto Lines 11 and 34 were performing. Staff indicated that a
report is being prepared to be sent to the TP& O members.

BACKGROUND:

The Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority (VTA) Board of Directors has designated
BART Silicon Valley as the priority project in the 2000 Measure A Program. The 16-mile
extension of Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) into Santa Clara County is being implemented
under agreement with BART, by VTA’s Silicon Valley Rapid Transit Program. The project will
be delivered in phases, and progress on the first phase is moving towards full funding and
construction award.

The first phase, identified as the Silicon Valley Berryessa Extension (SVBX) Project, isa$2.1
billion, 10-mile, two-station (Milpitas and Berryessa) project. The SVBX project runsin the rail
corridor that VTA purchased and extends the regional BART system from the future BART
Warm Springs Station in Fremont to the Berryessa area of north San Jose.

Achievement of recent milestones include advancement into the Federal New Starts Program,
authority to pursue design build as the project delivery method and receipt of federal
environmental clearance. These accomplishments have resulted in an increase of project
activities. To ensurethe VTA Board of Directorsisinformed of key project activities, BART
Silicon Valey staff will provide monthly program updates.

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DISCUSSION:

Significant BART Silicon Valley Project activities and progress during November 2010 include:

Financial Capacity Assessment

The Financial Management Oversight Consultant was in San Jose on November 22-23 to
review the SVBX New Starts Financial Plan, and interview key VTA management from
the Financial, Operations, Congestion Management, and SVRT Program Office divisions
to confirm the agency’ s management of the plan.

City and Agency Coordination

Cooperative and Sub-agreements

Pending final review and signature by the cities of San Jose, Milpitas and the Santa Clara
Valley Water District (SCVWD), staff has completed negotiation of several sub-
agreements and cooperative agreements necessary to implement the current SVBX
design. Agreements are tied to construction of project improvements in and around the
Milpitas and Berryessa station campuses, including a siphon in the vicinity of Lundy
Avenue and Trimble Road near the Milpitas and San Jose border; improvements to the
Upper Penitencia Creek within the Berryessa Station site; and documentation of the
nature, extent and ownership of proposed roadway facilitiesin the Berryessa Station area
that have been determined necessary through planning efforts by VTA and the City of
San Jose.

SVBX Plan Set Review

The cities of San Jose and Milpitas have dedicated staff resources to review project plan
sets that have been prepared for the Line, Track, Stations and Systems Design Build
Contract package. City review will continue through early December when the SVRT
Design Team will submit the final plan setsto VTA Contracts for the Request for
Proposal.

Design Build Contract

The Request for Qualifications notification for the Design Build Line, Track, Stations and
Systems (LTSS) contract for the Berryessa Extension was issued to VTA'’ s Prospective
Vendors list on October 19, 2010. Qualifications were due November 19, 2010 for teams
desiring to be pre-qualified to receive the Request for Proposals. VTA received sets of
gualifications from four proposers for the Design Build LTSS contract. VTA will issue
the Request for Proposalsin early 2011 and is tentatively scheduled to award the contract
infall of 2011.

Vehicle Procurement

VTA and BART management have been working through a set of principles regarding
VTA’sfinancia participation in the BART vehicle procurement. VTA will need to
execute an agreement with BART before BART awards the vehicle procurement
contract. BART would include 60 vehicles required for SVBX in the award and Notice to
Proceed to the selected contractor. In January, VTA staff will bring forward a
recommendation to the Board to execute an agreement with BART regarding this
procurement.

California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) Coordination

VTA staff met with CPUC staff in August 2010 and reviewed the areas that VTA would
be submitting applications for CPUC approval. CPUC has recently approved our request
for modifications at Kato Road.

On November 23, Milpitas staff hosted a meeting with VTA staff and CPUC staff
regarding the Dixon Landing Road crossing of BART.

Draft Supplemental Environmental Impact Report (DSEIR)

VTA released the DSEIR on November 1, 2010 to address proposed project changes
since the certification of the 2007 Final SEIR. In addition, with the project now being
constructed in phases, the DSEIR will address changes in the project design for Phase 1
only. The public comment period is until December 17, 2010. VTA expects to release the
Final SEIR in February 2011, with Board adoption in March 2011.

BACKGROUND:

For your information, | am attaching our Monthly Legislative History Matrix, which describes
the key transportation-related bills that were considered by the California State Legislature
during the 2009-2010 session. It indicates the status of these measures and any adopted VTA
positions with regard to them.

DISCUSSION:

Working through the night of October 7 and late into the morning of October 8, the Senate and
Assembly finally approved the FY 2011 state budget and a package of trailer bills needed to
implement its provisions. After having to close budget gaps of $24.3 billion in FY 2009 and $60
billionin FY 2010, lawmakers grappled with a $19.3 billion shortfall for the current fiscal year.
This represents an extraordinary three-year period in California’s fiscal history during which
$103.6 hillion in budget solutions were enacted.

The FY 2011 budget package was finalized by the Legislature on the 100" day of the new fiscal
year. The delay was the longest on record, as lawmakers struggled to close the stubborn deficit
resulting from a structural imbalance between state revenues and expenditures, and a slow
economic recovery from the recent recession. Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger signed the $86.5
billion plan after vetoing $963 million in General Fund spending that had been approved by the
Legidature. In doing so, the Governor increased the anticipated year-end reserve from $364
million to $1.3 billion.

To bridge the FY 2011 budget shortfall, the package consists of: (a) $7.8 billion in expenditure-

related solutions, both ongoing and temporary cost and service reductions; (b) $5.4 hillionin
federal funding, most of which has not yet been approved by Congress; (c) $3.3 billionin

revenue actions; and (d) $2.7 billion in one-time loans, transfers and funding shifts, including
about $870 million from transportation accounts. The package also includes legislation proposed
by the Governor to decrease pension benefits for new state employees, and places a measure on a
future election ballot that is intended to stabilize California’s finances by increasing the amount
of money deposited into the state’s “rainy-day” fund. While the changes to pension benefits and
the “rainy-day” fund would help California’s longer-term fiscal picture, they would have little
effect in the near term. Furthermore, given that well over two-thirds of the FY 2011 budget
solutions are one-time or temporary in nature, the Legisative Anayst’s Office predicts that the
state will continue to face sizable annual budget problemsin FY 2012 and beyond.

For transportation, there were no real surprises. The FY 2011 budget honors the new scheme
and funding levels resulting from the three-bill “swap” package enacted in March 2010. The
primary objective of this swap was to enable transportation funds to be used to help close
Genera Fund shortfalls. Through a complicated restructuring of state transportation funding
sources, lawmakers were able to circumvent voter-approved restrictions that applied to gasoline
sales tax revenues, as well as create a revenue stream that could be used to pay for debt service
on highway-related general obligation bonds and to make loans to the General Fund.

Specifically, the swap eliminated the state sales tax on gasoline and replaced it with a 17.3-cent
increase in the per-gallon gasoline excise tax, starting July 1, 2010. The revenues from the
gasoline excise tax increase were dedicated as follows: (a) to pay for debt service for highway
bonds; and (b) to provide money for the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP),
which funds larger-scale highway and public transit projects; for local streets and roads; and for
the State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP), which funds rehabilitation
projects on the state highway system. The distribution of these revenues was structured in such a
way as to ensure that the STIP and local streets/roads would be allocated at least the same
amount of money that they would have received under the old Proposition 42 gasoline sales tax.
Furthermore, the Board of Equalization is required to adjust the gasoline excise tax rate on an
annual basis, if necessary, in order to ensure that the swap does not result in atax increase for
consumers at the pump.

In the case of public transit, atotal of $400 million was allocated to the State Transit Assistance
Program (STA) in late June 2010. STA isthe only state-funded program for public transit
operating and maintenance expenses. In addition, the swap retained the sales tax on diesel fuel
for the Public Transportation Account in order to provide an ongoing source of funding for STA
and other state transit programs. Beginning in FY 2012, the state diesel sales tax rate will
increase to 6.75 percent, in conjunction with a corresponding drop in the per-gallon diesel fuel
excise tax to ensure that consumers feel no impact at the pump. Transit bond debt service
(including debt service for high-speed rail bonds) will have first call on the revenues generated
by the diesel salestax. Any remaining revenues will be split 75 percent to STA, and 25 percent
to intercity rail and other miscellaneous state transit programs.

The FY 2011 budget package itself includes the following with regard to transportation:

e Proposition 1B: Appropriates roughly $4 hillion for Proposition 1B programs, including:
Public Transportation Modernization and Service Enhancement Account = $1.5 billion.
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Corridor Mobility I mprovement Account (CMIA) = $578 million.

STIP = $525 million.

Trade Corridors Improvement Fund (TCIF) = $294 million.

State-Loca Partnership Program = $241 million.

Highway-Railroad Crossing Safety Account (HRCSA) = $217 million.

State Route 99 = $74 million.

Traffic Light Synchronization = $182 million.

Transit System Safety and Security and Disaster Response Account = $101 million.

HUTA General Fund Loan: Loans $762 million in Highway Users Tax Account (HUTA)
revenues to the General Fund to be repaid by June 30, 2013. This $762 million is money
resulting from the transportation funding swap. Available on a one-time basis, it isin excess
of the amount that is needed to cover highway bond debt service, and to backfill the STIP
and local streets/roads for the loss of Proposition 42 gasoline sales tax revenuesin FY 2011.
When repaid, this $762 million would be allocated to the SHOPP.

Other Loans: Loans $80 million from the State Highway Account and $29 million from the
Public Transportation Account to the General Fund, both of which must be repaid with
interest by June 30, 2014.

L oan Repayment Deferral: Extends from June 30, 2011, to June 30, 2012, the repayment
date for $230 million in past loans that were made from various transportation accounts to
the General Fund.

Non-Article XIX Revenues: Transfers $72.2 million in non-Article X1X revenues to the
General Fund. This money, which comes primarily from the leasing and sale of Caltrans
property, originally was targeted to provide a bump in funding for the state’ s intercity rall
system.

Doyle Drive: Provides $1.1 billion from various fund sources, with an option to increase this
amount by an additional $46.5 million, for availability payments to implement the public-
private partnership for the Presidio Parkway/Doyle Drive Project in San Francisco. This
public-private partnership was approved by the California Transportation Commission (CTC)
in May 2010. The budget requires that at least 60 days prior to executing afinal lease
agreement, Caltrans or the San Francisco County Transportation Authority submit the
agreement to the Legislature and the state Public Infrastructure Advisory Commission for
review. The budget further specifies that the funds would become available for expenditure
after the lease agreement is executed.

High-Speed Rail: Appropriates $221 million to the High-Speed Rail Authority from
Proposition 1A, and the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA). The budget
package allows this amount to be augmented by up to $243 million if right-of-way purchases
for the high-speed train project are ready to proceed in FY 2011.

Urban and Commuter Rail: Appropriates $38 million in Proposition 1A bond proceeds for
urban and commuter rail. The Legislature provided atotal of $146 million for Proposition
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1A urban and commuter rail capital improvement projects, but Gov. Schwarzenegger vetoed
$108 million of thisamount. In his veto message, the Governor specified that the remaining
$38 million must be used strictly for positive train control projects. However, given the
broader language included in Proposition 1A, which was approved by the votersin 2006, it is
unclear whether the Governor has the authority to limit project eligibility through a veto

message.

The Legisature did not pass SB 854, the transportation budget trailer bill. This measure would
have clarified that local governments are not subject to the same maintenance-of-effort
requirements under Proposition 42 when they are apportioned revenues from the gasoline excise
tax. In addition, SB 854 would have authorized Caltrans, subject to the approval of the Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA), to enter into agreements with private companies to construct,
maintain and operate changeable message signs, and to advertise on those signs. This would
have been a significant change, given that these signs are currently limited to traffic information,
public awareness campaigns and safety alerts. The legislation also would have allowed for
gubernatorial appointment of six management-level positions to the High-Speed Rail Authority.
Although SB 854 was approved by the Assembly, it failed to achieve the two-thirds vote needed
for passage in the Senate because of controversy surrounding provisions that called for
restricting the ability of law enforcement officials to impound vehicles of unlicensed drivers
cited at DUI checkpoints.

Enactment of the budget allows for the transfer of gasoline excise tax revenues from HUTA to
the State Highway Account to occur, thereby freeing up the money needed for STIP projects. On
the other hand, projects funded with Proposition 1B bond money still need for the Treasurer’s
Office to do abond sale before they would be able to proceed. However, the state cannot sell
bonds for transportation and other infrastructure projects until it has resolved its General Fund
cash needs through the issuance of revenue anticipation notes (RANS). The Proposition 1B bond
sale would need to be completed by Thanksgiving, which is when the state would enter a
“blackout” period. This period would last until Gov.-Elect Jerry Brown submits his FY 2012
budget plan to the Legislature in January 2011. During the “blackout” period, the state would
not be able to go to the market because the Department of Finance would be in the process of
putting together projections and proposals for the next budget year. Thisisinformation that the
Treasurer’s Office would be required to disclose to investors. |If the Treasurer’s Office misses
the window for afall bond sale, the state would have to freeze numerous Proposition 1B projects
until next spring.

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3. PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS
There were no Public Presentations.

4. Committee Staff Report

Greta Helm, Chief External Affairs Officer and Staff Liaison, reported: 1) The Board
extended the discussion of the Ad-Hoc Financial Recovery Committee (Ad-Hoc FRC)
Final Report from the October 22, 2010, Board Workshop to its December 9, 2010,
meeting, therefore the December 8, 2010, Joint Advisory Budget Workshop has been
cancelled; 2) The advisory committees will receive a budget briefing in January; and 3)
The Draft 2011 CAC/CWC meeting calendar has been distributed to the Committee for
review and comment.

Report from the General Manager

Michael T. Burns, General Manager, reported: 1) FY2010 ended with a $16 million
operating balance that will carry over to FY2011; and 2) A $13 million operating balance
is projected for the end of FY2011, including $50 million in fully-funded operation
reserves; 3) During FY2010 VTA enacted service cuts, increased fares, requested union
concessions, established efficiencies within the organization, and cut the expense budget
by $35 million from what was originally budgeted; 4) sales tax revenues for the first half
of FY2010 were down, but rebounded more than anticipated by the second half;
5) There are longer-term issues associated with benefit, labor, healthcare and retirement
costs; 6) The Ad-Hoc FRC approved a strategy for dealing with the longer term financial
issue by setting ranges among specific expense categories that will be established through
the budget process and labor negotiations; 7) The unions engaged Harvey M. Rose
Associates, LLC (Harvey Rose) to review VTA’s assumptions; 8) Staff will review and
respond to the Harvey Rose report at the December 9, 2010, board meeting; and 9) The
plan is to adopt a budget for the next two fiscal years in the May 2010 timeframe.

Member Chang took her seat at 4:39 p.m.

Mr. Burns announced service updates including: 1) Twenty of the first 70 hybrid buses
are now in service, with the balance due for delivery by December 2010; 2) In October
2010 the Express Light Rail Service was implemented with three express trains running
in the morning and the afternoon; 3) Cisco Systems, Inc. is discussing changes with
VTA, which can potentially increase express train ridership; 4) The addition of Wi-Fi on
the express trains has been well received; 5) VTA is looking to add Wi-Fi to the bus
system, initially targeting the express buses; and 6) There will be a complete assessment
of the express train service in the near future with positive results expected.

Member Elias took his seat at 4:42 p.m.
Member Schulter took his seat at 4:45 p.m.

Mr. Burns reported: 1) Federal Transportation Administration (FTA) submissions have
been completed for the Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) project for authorization to
begin final design; 2) VTA is on a path to be recommended for a full funding grant

agreement in the February/March 2011 timeframe; 3) Approximately $600 - $700 million
in bonds will be issued to support the Measure A program; and 4) The bonds are priced at
a straight fixed cost of approximately 3.8 percent, compared to VTA’s long-term
assumptions of 5.5 percent, a tremendous savings.

Mr. Burns stated: 1) The 101/Tully Interchange reconstruction contract has been awarded
with an anticipated groundbreaking within the next few weeks; and 2) Very competitive
bids have been received for the Blossom Hill Pedestrian Overcrossing. Staff is reviewing
the bids and anticipates submitting a contract award to the Board for approval at its
December 9, 2010, meeting.

Mr. Burns reported on two near-term projects that will be brought before the Board
during the January to March 2011 timeframe: 1) The Real Time Information Project
allowing access to arrival schedules; and 2) The Clipper Card, to be introduced by VTA
initially for monthly passes in March 2011, with the ultimate goal of accommodating all
fare categories by the end of 2011.

Mr. Collen provided a brief report on speed limits on Almaden and Capitol Expressways,
noting the possible change in the posted maximum speed limit from 45 miles per hour
(mph) to 50 mph and the continued use of radar enforcement on the subject expressways.

Mr. Collen stated if speed limits are not set in accordance with current Manual of
Uniform Traffic Control Device (MUTCD) procedures, speeding citations based on the
use of radar may not be enforceable in court.

The County agreed to work collaboratively with the City of San Jose to conduct a new
Engineering and Traffic Survey (ETS) on Almaden Expressway and Capitol Expressway,
which indicated that the 50 mph speed limit zones were necessary to support the
continued use of electronic speed enforcement on those roadways.

Member Cosyn left the meeting at 8:45 p.m.

Public Comment

Mr. Stallman noted the importance to not support the increase in the speed limit if the
roadway doesn’t meet appropriate road width shoulder guideline regulations.
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Members of the Committee expressed support of the proposal, noting the opportunity to
conduct a traffic speed study to determine the best strategy.

Jim Lawson, Executive Policy Advisor and Staff Liaison, provided a report, highlighting:
1) VTA unveiled the new hybrid buses. Congress Members Zoe Lofgren and Mike
Honda, Silicon Valley Leadership Group (SVLG) President Carl Guardino, and VTA
Board Chairperson Sam Liccardo attended the unveiling. The vehicles were purchased
with American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds and manufactured
locally.

The Board also recognized retiring
Assemblyman Albert Torrico.
