Santa Clara Street/Alum Rock Avenue: Buses and Autos Share Queve Jump Lanes East of King Road

Outside Traffic Lanes

For the alignment east of King Road, the Enhanced Bus alternative in-
cludes queue jump lanes. A queue jump lane is a short priority lane for
buses that is typically combined with traffic signal priority. The idea is
to enable buses to by-pass queues of traffic waiting at an intersection.
Queue jump lanes on Alum Rock Avenue would be in the rightturn only

lane. Buses would be allowed to use the right turn lane to move
through the intersection quickly. This is intended to allow buses to by-
pass congested intersections where auto traffic tends to back up and
queue jump lanes allow faster travel times for the buses.
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
