Staff is proceeding with implementation of the Community/Stakeholder Strategy approved by the PAB for the Santa Clara/Alum Rock corridor.  This process will lead to a PAB decision in March 2003, regarding the preferred transit mode and alignment to be included in the environmental document for the Santa Clara/Alum Rock Corridor.  The PAB’s recommendation will then go to the VTA Board for approval in May 2003.

Community Open Houses were held at the Bankers Club Event Center in Downtown San Jose and the Mexican Heritage Plaza on Alum Rock Avenue on December 11, 2002.  The purpose of the open houses was to provide an update regarding the current status of the Santa Clara/Alum Rock corridor project, inform the community of the upcoming decision-making process by the PAB, provide an opportunity for community members to ask questions of the project team, and solicit input regarding both the project and the decision-making process.  Approximately 20 people attended the open houses.

The project team is preparing for the upcoming PAB-hosted Community/Stakeholder Workshops scheduled for January 22 (Alum Rock) and 23 (Downtown).  A letter of invitation to participate in the PAB-hosted workshops was signed by the PAB chairperson and vice-chairperson and sent to approximately 75 community leaders on December 5, 2002.  In addition, a flyer describing the process, including the time and location of all workshops, will be mailed to all names/addresses in the Downtown East Valley database.  

Materials for the January workshops are currently in preparation will be presented at the January 15 PAB meeting.  These materials will include information regarding the transit system, characteristics of the Santa Clara/Alum Rock corridor, including travel patterns and transportation needs, the goals of the project, alternatives under consideration, and the evaluation and decision-making processes.
