Staff is proceeding with implementation of the Community/Stakeholder Strategy for the Santa Clara/Alum Rock corridor, which will lead to a PAB decision for the preferred transit mode and alignment to be included in the environmental document.  The PAB recommendation is anticipated to go to the VTA Board of Directors for approval in May 2003.

PAB-hosted Community/Stakeholder Workshops were held on January 22 at the Eastside Neighborhood Center and January 23 at the First United Methodist Church.  Notification was accomplished with a flyer describing the study and decision-making process, which was mailed to all names/addresses in the Downtown East Valley database on January 14.  On January 21 and 22, copies of the Santa Clara/Alum Rock Corridor Key Issues Study Guide Part II, were hand-delivered or sent overnight mail to approximately 75 community leaders who had previously received an invitation to participate from the PAB chairperson and vice-chairperson.  Forty-six community members and stakeholders participated in the two workshops.  PAB members were in attendance at both meetings.  

VTA staff presented information regarding the study process at the following meetings as part of the outreach strategy:

· East Santa Clara Street Business Association

· San Jose Downtown Association Operations Committee

· 13th Street Strong Neighborhoods Initiative (SNI) Neighborhood Advisory Committee (NAC)

· Five Wounds/Brookwook Terrace SNI NAC

The technical analysis and evaluation of alternatives are currently in process.  Preparations for the February 26 and 27 PAB-hosted workshops are underway and outreach efforts are continuing.   A schedule of outreach meetings held or planned will be distributed at the February 6 PAB meeting.
