Staff is proceeding with implementation of the Community/Stakeholder Strategy for the Santa Clara/Alum Rock corridor.  The technical analysis and evaluation of alternatives has been completed.  

PAB-hosted Community/Stakeholder Workshops will be held on February 26 at the Eastside Neighborhood Center and February 27 at the First United Methodist Church.  A public notice announcing the workshops was mailed to all names/addresses in the Downtown East Valley database (approximately 5,400).  On February 24, copies of the Santa Clara/Alum Rock Corridor Key Issues Study Guide Part III, which contains the results of the evaluation, were couriered or sent overnight mail to approximately 100 community leaders who had previously received an invitation to participate from the PAB chairperson and vice-chairperson, or had attended the January workshops.  VTA staff has conducted additional outreach for the study as shown on the attached list.

VTA’s preliminary staff recommendations will be presented at the March 6, 2003, PAB meeting, after which VTA staff will incorporate comments, as necessary, and circulate the recommendation to the public for review and coment.  A special meeting of the Downtown East Valley PAB will be held to receive public input on the VTA staff recommendation.  This meeting is scheduled for March 24, 2003, at 6:00 p.m. at the Mexican Heritage Plaza.  

The PAB is tentatively scheduled to adopt a recommendation for the preferred mode(s) and alignment(s) to be included in the environmental document for the Santa Clara/Alum Rock Corridor at the regular PAB meeting on April 3, 2003.  The PAB recommendation will then be forwarded to VTA’s Transit Planning and Operations (TP&O) Committee and the VTA Board of Directors for approval.
