Work is proceeding on the Downtown/East Valley Major Investment Study (MIS).  The project team have researched, collected and analyzed a variety of data relevant to the MIS.  This data has been summarized in the Downtown/East Valley Background Information.  This report includes data on existing and projected conditions for land use, development, activity centers, traffic patterns, areas of congestion, transit service, utilization and accessibility of transit, and demographics.  The information in this report will be used in conjunction with public input as conceptual alternatives are developed.  

An initial coordination meeting was held with the City of San Jose Planning and Public Works Departments and Redevelopment Agency to obtain input regarding key issues in the study area.  It is anticipated that similar interagency coordination meetings will be held in the near future with the Santa Clara County Planning Department, the County Roads and Airports Department, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC), and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA).

The Downtown/East Valley MIS project is on schedule (see attached).  Over the next three months, a list of conceptual alternatives will be developed, the ongoing public involvement process will continue, an evaluation of the alternative options will be conducted, and an “Initial Screening of Alternatives” report will be prepared and distributed.  In late December, the PAB will make a decision regarding which alternatives to carry forward with further study.
