Station Art

We have been excited to introduce the community to the artists selected to
enhance the new light rail stations planned for Story Road and Eastridge.
Through a rigorous process of artist outreach and selection, Amir Fallah, and
the team of Laura Haddad and Tom Drugan, have been commissioned. These
artists are all experienced public artists. Their work extends beyond their
studios and responds to site and community. They also have track records
for sizable, successfully maintainable, permanent public artworks.

The Station Art Enhancement Community Meetings held on January 9 and
January 11 (facilitated in Spanish) were the “kick-off” for the artists’ design
process, in advance of them starting design work. The purpose of the
meetings was for the community to become acquainted with the artists, and
to get a sense of their visual vocabulary and their approach to public art. The
artists presented examples of their previously completed public artworks, and
their approach to the design and material. These meetings were also meant
to provide foundational inspiration for the artists’ work here in San Jose.

Through an on-line activity, community participants responded
to four questions posed by the artists:

1. Which neighborhood are you connected to? What is
important for us to know about it?

2. Think about a place that is special to you in San Jose.
Describe the spot and why you chose it?

3. Please provide three words describing what is important
to you personally, or which symbolize your community?

4. What is one of your favorite public artworks in San Jose
(or anywhere)? Why?

The meetings provided an opportunity for the artists to learn
about the community. Meeting participants represented a wide
variety of East San Jose neighborhoods. When asked about a
place that is special in San Jose, we heard about the foothills,
the greenery, the views, and about the Mexican Heritage Plaza,
Alum Rock Park, Eastridge Mall, Marks Hotdogs, Emma Prusch
Farm, just to name a few. This public response provided the
artists with a good sense of the community, articulating the
richness and diversity of East San Jose.

In case you missed it, the meetings were recorded. Due to
a technical glitch, the meeting on January 9 had to be re-

recorded. Instead of watching the activity, we share how it went.

The meeting on January 11 went off without any glitches and
the recording, in Spanish, has the same artists presentation,
and you can watch how the activity was facilitated.

They look forward to sharing how your
stories, the knowledge, and perspectives of
your neighborhoods shared in January, and
their own research influenced and inspired
their design.

Stay involved in this process and share your
perspectives as the artist’s work toward finalizing their concept
proposal for approval.

There are two meetings on the same date. Both meetings are
virtual in Zoom and best viewed with a tablet or computer. The
same information will be presented at each meeting. A separate
meeting to review Story Road will be held later this year.

Project Update — The Funding is Complete!

Funding is now complete for the Eastridge to Bart Regional
Connector after California Transportation Secretary Toks
Omishakin announced a $46 million state grant for the project
on April 24. The last remaining piece of funding comes through
California’s Transit and Intercity Rail Capital Program.

“California, under Governor Newsom'’s leadership, continues

to make historic investments to expand and improve access to
public transportation for the people of the state,” said Secretary
Omishakin. “These investments will help kick-start new transit
projects and put our state in a stronger position to compete

for significant federal infrastructure funding to deliver even

more mobility, safety, environmental and equity benefits.” The
Secretary announced the funding at a press conference held at
the Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority’s (VTA) Eastridge
Transit Center, the site of the project’s terminus, Monday, April 24.

The light rail extension will connect from the existing Alum

Rock Light Rail Station to the Eastridge Transit Center, with an
elevated guideway primarily in the center of Capitol Expressway.
The extension will include an elevated station at Story Road and
a street level station at the Eastridge Transit Center. When this
project is complete, VTA riders will be able to board light rail at
the Eastridge Transit Center and connect directly with BART at
the Milpitas Station.

“This extension is long awaited, and thanks to strong
community advocacy and input, VTA is gratified to receive the
State of California’s support and confidence in VTA’s ability to
deliver this game-changing mobility improvement for East San
Jose,” said VTA General Manager/CEO Carolyn Gonot.

Santa Clara County 2000 Measure A accounts for the bulk of
the funding for the $530 million dollar project. Funds from SB1,
Regional Measure 3 are also being used.

“This project is about more than connecting transit—it connects
people,” said San José Mayor Matt Mahan. “It bridges regional
divides, enhances opportunity for transit-dependent residents and
fulfills a promise to East Side neighbors two decades in the making.”

Santa Clara County Supervisor, and VTA Board Member Cindy
Chavez has been working with state and regional advocates to
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ensure the East San Jose light rail extension gets the attention
and funding this important project deserves.

“For more than 20 years, community leaders have worked
tirelessly to see this project come to fruition,” said Santa Clara
County Supervisor Cindy Chavez who represents East San Jose.
“Senator Dave Cortese and former County Supervisor Blanca
Alvarado are two of those steadfast elected officials who never
gave up on finding a way to bring light rail to East San Jose.”

California State Senator Dave Cortese (District 15) has been a
champion of the light rail extension project since he represented
East San Jose as a City Councilmember in the early 2000’s.

“When the voters approved funding the Eastridge Project
Extension over two decades ago, our dream was to create
quick, reliable public transit in East San Jose’s largest hub
connecting people directly to BART and destinations throughout
the Bay Area,” said Senator Dave Cortese (D-San Jose).

“This light rail to BART connector will allow easy bicycle,
pedestrian and park & ride options, cutting down on traffic and
air pollution in some of San Jose’s lowest-income and most
transit-dependent neighborhoods. It will also help the State of
California reach its climate goals.”

Pre-construction activities are already underway on the alignment.
A formal groundbreaking for major construction is scheduled for
Spring 2024 with passenger service planned for 2029.

Utility Relocation Update

Before construction for the light rail extension can begin,
the underground utilities are being relocated out of the
project alignment. Coordinated activities to relocate the
underground utilities began last fall and after rain delays this

winter and spring, are anticipated to be complete by the end
of this year.

Included are utilities owned by San Jose Water, PG&E, AT&T,
MCI-Verizon, Comcast, Zayo, and Crown Castle. Most of
the work is occurring on Capitol Expressway, and Capitol
Avenue. Often, they share the same area (noted in the
graphic) and may work at the same time.

Please use extra caution in the construction zones, and
be aware of flagmen, signage, barricades, and cones.
Construction crews will make every effort to maintain access

and minimize inconveniences to motorists, bicyclists, and
pedestrians.

For the safety of the public and construction workers, traffic
control measures are in place. They include intermittent lane

and shoulder closures as needed keep the community and
work crews safe.

Staff is working closely with the businesses and contractors

to coordinate and ensure your access to them is always
available.

“Tiende un puente
entre las divisiones regionales, mejora las
oportunidades para los residentes que
dependen del transporte publico y cumple
una promesa hecha a los vecinos del este
de la ciudad y que lleva dos décadas en
desarrollo”.

La Supervisora del Condado de Santa

Clara y miembro de la Junta de VTA, Cindy
Chavez, ha estado trabajando con activistas
estatales y regionales para garantizar que

la extension del tranvia al este de San José
reciba la atencion y los fondos que merece
este importante proyecto.

“Durante mas de 20 anos, los lideres
comunitarios han trabajado incansablemente
para que este proyecto se haga realidad”,
dijo la Supervisora del Condado de Santa
Clara, Cindy Chavez, quien representa

al este de San José. “El senador Dave
Cortese y la ex Supervisora del Condado
Blanca Alvarado son dos de esos firmes
funcionarios electos que nunca se dieron por
vencidos en la busqueda de la manera de
llevar el tranvia al este de San José”.

El Senador Estatal de California Dave
Cortese (Distrito 15) ha sido un impulsor
del proyecto de extensién del tranvia desde
que represento al este de San José como
miembro del Concejo Municipal a principios
de la década de 2000.

de la extensién del tranvia, se estan
reubicando los servicios publicos
subterraneos en un espacio fuera del
alineamiento del proyecto. Las actividades
coordinadas para reubicar los servicios
publicos subterraneos comenzaron el
otofio pasado y, después de retrasos
provocados por las lluvias durante este
invierno y primavera, se anticipa que seran
completadas hasta fines de este afio.

Se incluyen los servicios publicos
propiedad de San Jose Water, PG&E, AT&T,
MCI-Verizon, Comcast, Zayo y Crown
Castle. La mayor parte del trabajo se esta
realizando en Capitol Expressway y Capitol
Avenue. A menudo, comparten la misma
area (indicada en el grafico) y pueden
realizar los trabajos al mismo tiempo.
Tenga mucho cuidado en las zonas de
construccion y tenga cuidado con los
trabajadores que portan banderolas de
seguridad, las sefiales, las barricadas y los
conos.

Programang Transit at Intercity Rail Capital
ng California.

“Ang California, sa ilalim ng pamumuno

ni Gobernador Newsom, ay patuloy na
gumagawa ng mga makasaysayang
pamumuhunan upang mapalawak at
mapabuti ang access sa pampublikong
transportasyon para sa mga tao ng estado,”
sabi ni Kalihim Omishakin. “Ang mga
pamumuhunang ito ay makakatulong upang
mapasimulan ang mga bagong proyekto

sa transit at ilagay ang ating estado sa
isang mas matatag na posisyon upang
makipagkumpitensya para sa mas malaking
pagpopondo ng pederal sa imprastraktura
upang makapaghatid ng higit pang

mga benepisyo sa kadaliang makakilos,
kaligtasan, kapaligiran at pagiging patas.”
Inihayag ng Kalihim ang pagpopondo sa
isang press conference na ginanap sa
Eastridge Transit Center ng Santa Clara
Valley Transportation Authority (VTA), lugar
ng pagtatapos ng proyekto, Lunes, Abril 24.

Ang light rail extension ay magkokonekta
mula sa kasalukuyang Alum Rock Light
Rail Station hanggang sa Eastridge Transit
Center, na may nakataas na guideway

na pangunahing nasa gitna ng Capitol
Expressway. Kasama sa extension ang
isang nakataas na istasyon sa Story

Road at isang pantay-kalyeng istasyon sa
Eastridge Transit Center. Kapag natapos na
ang proyektong ito, makakasakay ang mga
pasahero ng VTA sa light rail sa Eastridge
Transit Center at direktang makakonekta sa
BART sa Milpitas Station.

“Matagal nang hinihintay ang extension na
ito, at salamat sa matinding adbokasiya

at opinyon ng komunidad, natutuwa ang
VTA na makatanggap ng suporta at tiwala
ng Estado ng California sa kakayahan ng
VTA na maihatid itong game-changing na
pagpapabuti ng mobility para sa East San
Jose,” sinabi ng VTA General Manager/CEO
Carolyn Gonot.

Ang Santa Clara County 2000 Measure A ay
nagsasaalang-alang sa malaking bahagi ng
pagpopondo para sa $530 milyong dolyar
na proyekto. Ginagamit din ang mga pondo
mula sa SB1 at Regional Measure 3.

“Ang proyektong ito ay higit pa sa
pagkonekta ng transit—ito ay nag-uugnay
sa mga tao,” sinabi ni San José Mayor Matt
Mahan. “Pinagdudugtong nito ang mga
magkahiwalay na rehiyon, pinahuhusay

ang oportunidad para sa mga residenteng
umaasa sa transit at tumutupad ng pangako
sa mga komunidad ng East Side na
dalawang dekada nang ginagawa.”

Ang Superbisor ng Santa Clara County,

at ang Miyembro ng Lupon ng VTA na si
Cindy Chavez ay nakikipagtulungan sa
mga tagapagtaguyod ng estado at rehiyon
upang matiyak na ang light rail extension
ng East San Jose ay makakakuha ng

atensyon at pagpopondo na nararapat sa
mahalagang proyektong ito.

“Sa loob ng mahigit 20 taon, walang
kapagurang nagtrabaho ang mga pinuno
ng komunidad upang makita ang katuparan
ng proyektong ito,” sinabi ni Cindy Chavez
na Superbisor ng Santa Clara County

na kumakatawan sa East San Jose. “Si
Senador Dave Cortese at dating Supervisor
ng County na si Blanca Alvarado ay dalawa
sa mga matatag na nahalal na opisyal na
hindi kailanman sumuko sa paghahanap ng
paraan upang madala ang light rail sa East
San Jose.”

Ang Senador ng Estado ng California na

si Dave Cortese (Distrito 15) ay naging
kampeon ng light rail extension project mula
noong kinatawan niya ang East San Jose
bilang Miyembro ng Konseho ng Lungsod
noong unang bahagi ng 2000’s.

“Nang inaprubahan ng mga botante ang
pagpopondo sa Eastridge Project Extension
mahigit dalawang dekada na ang nakalipas,
ang aming pangarap ay makalikha ng
mabilis, maaasahang pampublikong transit
sa pinakamalaking hub ng East San Jose
na direktang magkokonekta sa mga tao sa
BART at mga destinasyon sa buong Bay
Area,” sinabi ni Senador Dave Cortese (D
-San Jose). “Ang light rail na ito na patungo
sa BART connector ay magbibigay-daan

sa madaling pagbibisikleta, pedestrian at
park & ride na mga opsyon, babawas sa
trapiko at polusyon sa hangin sa ilan sa
mga komunidad na may pinakamababang
kita at pinaka-nakadepende sa transit sa
San Jose. Tutulong din ito sa Estado ng
California na matamo ang mga tunguhin
nito sa klima.”

Ang mga aktibidad bago ang konstruksyon
ay isinasagawa na sa alignment. isang
pormal na groundbreaking para sa malaking
konstruksyon ang nakaiskedyul sa Tagsibol
2024 na may nakaplanong pampasaherong
serbisyo para sa taong 2029.

Nangyayari Ngayon

Update sa Paglilipat ng Lugar ng
Utility

Bago makapagsimula ang konstruksyon
para sa light rail extension, ang mga
underground utility ay inililipat palabas
ng mga dadaanan ng proyekto. Ang
koordinadong mga aktibidad para ilipat
ng lugar ang mga underground utility ay
nagsimula noong nakaraang taglagas at
pagkatapos maantala dahil sa pag-ulan
nitong taglamig at tagsibol, ay inaasahang
matatapos sa katapusan ng taong ito.

Kasama ang mga utility na pag-aari ng San
Jose Water, PG&E, AT&T, MCI-Verizon,
Comcast, Zayo, at Crown Castle. Halos
lahat ng trabaho ay nagaganap sa Capitol
Expressway, at sa Capitol Avenue. Madalas,
nagsasama sila sa iisang lugar (pansinin

sa graphic) at maaaring magtrabao nang
magkasabay.

Mangyaring bigyang-pansin ang ekstrang
pag-iingat sa mga lugar ng konstruksyon,
at maging mapagmasid sa flagmen,
karatula, mga barikada, at mga cone.
Gagawin ng mga tauhan ng konstruksyon
ang mga pagsisikap na mapanatili ang
access at mabawasan ang pagkagambala
ng mga motorista, nagbibisikleta, at mga
naglalakad.

Para sa kaligtasan ng publiko at mga
manggagawa sa konstruksyon, may mga
nakahandang gagawin sa pagkontrol ng
trapiko. Kabilang dito ang intermittent

lane at mga pagsasara ng shoulder kung
kinakailangan upang mapanatiling ligtas ang
komunidad at mga manggagawa.

Nakikipagtulungang mabuti ang mga
kawani sa mga negosyo at kontratista
upang maikoordina at matiyak na laging
available ang access mo sa mga ito.
