BUILDING THE LIGHT RAIL EXTENSION:

Conatuction Progress

Construction of the Eastridge to BART Regional Connector
(EBRC) began in March 2024 with great anticipation.

The new 2.4-mile aerial light rail extension is expected to
positively transform this vibrant community.

This Summer, construction is in full swing. “We are working
hard. It is a partnership between the VTA construction team,
the contractor, and the community,” says Ken Ronsse, VTA’s
Deputy Director for Rail and Facilities. “We have identified
things that make a difference such as strong outreach and
actions to mitigate general inconveniences.”

With high traffic, homes and businesses close by, as well as
an active community, the prime contractor, MCM-Railworks
Joint Venture, has a challenging task: to build in a dense urban
area. “We have an experienced contractor, and we are working
closely with them,” says Ven Prasad, EBRC’s Project Manager.
“As stewards of public funds, our focus is on efficiency, and

to ensure we meet our schedules and deliver on time.”

Any construction project must contend with the reality that
removing existing infrastructure (asphalt, dirt, and concrete)
creates dust. The equipment used to perform that work can
be noisy and cause vibration. “Although it is impossible to
eliminate those impacts, the EBRC project team is committed
to minimizing them. A team of inspectors is ensuring this gets
done.” Ronsse said.

Community outreach is significant for this project. A key
component during construction is having two full- time
community relations officers from VTA and the contractor.
They work together to promptly share information, coordinate
activities on private property, and respond to stakeholders.
This is in addition to communicating with the public through
community meetings, a website, traditional mail, and social
media, just to name a few.

“Safety is of utmost importance and one of the reasons some
of the construction activities are done at night,” explains
Prasad. “For instance, it is safer to mobilize heavy equipment
at night because there is less or minimal traffic. In addition,
during the day, closing lanes causes traffic congestion, which
is often disruptive to motorists.”
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Key stakeholders in East San Jose express satisfaction

with the construction progress. “I have been driving by the
project during peak times, at night, and during the day,” says
Sandy Flores, President of the Capitol Park Goss Dobern
Neighborhood Association. “I thought there was going to be
traffic congestion, but the traffic flow is perfect. | am very
impressed with VTA.”
