Light Rail will Enhance

East San Jose’s Future

The Eastridge to BART Regional Connector Project
(EBRC) continues progressing and changing the
landscape in East San Jose. The Santa Clara Valley
Transportation Authority (VTA), as the project owner,
has the responsibility to complete its construction and
deliver it to the public, City of San Jose, and County of
Santa Clara.

The 2.4-mile light rail extension is being constructed
along Capitol Avenue south of the existing Alum Rock
Station, and along Capitol Expressway between Capitol
Avenue and Quimby Road. It includes an aerial station
located at Story Road, and an at-grade station at the
Eastridge Transit Center.

Delivering a project of this scale requires technical
expertise, careful planning, and ongoing coordination,
particularly because the future light rail alignment runs
through a densely populated area, with high volumes of
both vehicle and pedestrian traffic. The prime contractor
for the project is a joint venture between MCM-
Construction and RailWorks.

To date, the field crews have completed much of the
early-phase work such as roadway widening, street
lighting, underground drainage and sewer relocations;
traffic realignments have been implemented, and
construction is underway for full bridge structures.

The structural elements involve shoring, piling, footing,
column, falsework, stem and soffit, and building the
bridge deck. Once the structure is built, the light rail
system components to operate the trains will follow.

Once completed (anticipated in 2027), the project will
offer the community an accessible and enjoyable transit
option from the Eastridge Transit Center to Mountain
View and provide a direct connection to the BART
station located in Milpitas.

konstruksyon at ipagkaloob ito sa publiko, Lungsod ng
San Jose, at Lalawigan ng Santa Clara.

Itinatayo ang 2.4 milyang pagpapalawig ng light

rail sa kahabaan ng Capitol Avenue sa timog ng
kasalukuyang Alum Rock Station, at sa kahabaan ng
Capitol Expressway mula Capitol Avenue hanggang
Quimby Road.
