            PROGRAM HISTORY

Prior to 2000: TOD projects completed at Ohlone/
Chynoweth (1998) and Almaden (1999).

2009: VTA Board of Directors approved the Joint 
Development Policy & Implementation Plan.

2016: VTA’s Joint Development Policy updated 
and renamed “Transit-Oriented Development 
Policy” including an Affordable Housing Policy, 
requiring a minimum of:

– 20% affordable units for households earning 
up to 60% of Area Median Income (AMI) in each 
residential development.

– 35% affordable units for households earning 
up to 60% AMI across the TOD portfolio.

– 50% of all affordable units must be for 
households earning below 50% AMI.

2018: VTA Board of Directors approved the TOD 
Parking Policy.

2020: VTA enters Measure A Partnership with the 
Santa Clara County Office of Supportive Housing 
for four 100% affordable housing projects.

2022: VTA’s Transit-Oriented Development 
Policy updated and renamed “Transit-Oriented 
Communities Policy.”

– Affordable Housing Policy updated to increase 
the affordable housing goals to a minimum of 
25% at each residential project, and a portfolio-
wide goal of 40%.

2023: The Tamien TOD project breaks ground.

2024: VTA’s TOC Policy updated to include a 
TOD Transportation Demand Management (TDM) 
Policy.

2025: Phase 1 Tamien Grand Opening Fall 2025.

2026: The Berryessa TOD project breaks ground.
